ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


By the application filed on November 25, 2013, The York Water Company (“York Water or Applicant”), 130 East Market Street, P.O. Box 15089, York, PA 17401, Utility Code 213550, seeks a Certificate of Public Convenience pursuant to Section 507, of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. § 507, evidencing Commission approval of the right of York Water to (1) enter into a municipal contract to acquire certain public wastewater facilities from East Prospect Borough Authority (Authority) at 

U-2013-2394182, and a Certificate of Public Convenience pursuant to Sections 1102(a)(1) and 1102(a)(3) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. § 1102(a)(1) and 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(3), evidencing Commission approval to (2) offer or furnish wastewater service to the public in East Prospect Borough (Borough) and portions of Lower Windsor Township (Township), and (3) to begin to offer or furnish wastewater service to the public in additional portions of Lower Windsor Township, York County at 

A-2013-2394181.

Proofs of service and publication were submitted by York Water.  In addition, this Application was published in The Pennsylvania Bulletin, 43 Pa. B. 7201, Saturday, December 7, 2013.  The protest period ended December 23, 2013.  Protests were filed by Larry L. Wolfe on December 16, 2013 and the Township on December 18, 2013, but were later withdrawn by both protesters.
On December 16, 2013, Larry L. Wolfe (Wolfe), a stockholder of York Water and a residential customer (who does not receive wastewater services from the Applicant), filed a protest and petition to intervene (protest) on the instant application.  In his protest, Mr. Wolfe referenced York Water’s recent rate case filing with the Commission on May 29, 2013, at Docket No. R-2012-2336379, in which York Water, consistent with Act 11 of 2012, requested Commission approval to allocate wastewater revenue requirements to its water customers.  In the said rate increase filing, York Water requested Commission approval to have a portion of its Asbury Pointe wastewater revenue requirement allocated to water ratepayers.  If approved, the Applicant’s water customers will subsidize some of the revenue requirements for wastewater customers.  
Mr. Wolfe opined that if the instant Application is approved, he will be at risk of being required to subsidize York Water’s wastewater operations in the Borough and the Township.  Mr. Wolfe also indicated that his protest is in the public interest since residential water ratepayers in York and Adams counties who are served by the Applicant will be potentially impacted by the Commission’s decision in this proceeding and their interest may not be adequately represented by existing participants in this proceeding. 
Mr. Wolfe stated that he orally requested York Water’s President, Jeffery R. Hines, to file an amendment to the instant Application affirming that if the Application is approved, York Water will at no time seek Commission approval to allocate any portion of the Borough and the Township wastewater revenue requirement to water customers.  According to Mr. Wolfe, to date he has not gotten a response to his request.  Mr. Wolfe also avers that if the Commission approves the Application, nothing prevents York Water from requesting permission from the Commission to have the system and its future wastewater acquisitions subsidized by its water customers.  
Mr. Wolfe, therefore, opposes Commission approval of the instant Application or wants the approval of the Application to clearly stipulate that at no time will the Commission favorably entertain York Water’s request to allocate any portion of the Borough and the Township wastewater system revenue requirement to York Water’s water customers unless that class of water customers is limited solely to those that are served by that wastewater system.
On December 24, 2013, in order to resolve Mr. Wolfe’s protest, York Water filed an Amendment to Section 11 of its original Application to clarify its intent regarding changes for service following the acquisition and the effect of the acquisition upon the rates of its public water service customers.  York Water’s Amendment and resolution with Mr. Wolfe is embodied in the paragraph below:

“York Water does not seek through this Application to allocate a portion of the revenue requirement of the East Prospect Borough Authority system to its water customers under 66 Pa. C.S. § 1.311(c) and the Company has made no determination at this time whether to produce such an allocation in the future.  The Company will not seek to obtain approval for any such allocation until its next base rate proceeding.  Should the Company determine to propose an allocation at the time of its next base rate proceeding, York Water will provide notice to both water and wastewater customers of its intention to allocate a portion of the revenue requirement, and such notice will be provided consistent with the requirements identified in the Pennsylvania Code and the Commission’s Regulations.” 
On January 2, 2014, Mr. Wolfe filed a Notice of Withdrawal (NOW) of his protest pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.94.  The NOW states that subsequent to the filing of his protest, Mr. Wolfe met with York Water to discuss his concerns.  As a result of the discussions, York Water agreed to amend its Application in exchange for Mr. Wolfe’s agreement to withdraw his protest.  As stated earlier, the reasons for Mr. Wolfe’s agreement to withdraw his protest is consistent with the above statement by the Applicant.
On December 18, 2013, the Township filed a protest and petition to intervene (protest) on the instant Application.  The Township is a party to an Intermunicipal Sewer Agreement (Agreement) entered into on July 8, 2010, between the Township, the Borough and the Authority.  The Agreement is attached to the Application as Exhibit G.  According to the Agreement, the Authority agreed to provide wastewater service to a proposed residential development/subdivision called Lauxmont Meadows (Lauxmont) in the Township.  

The Township, in its protest, is not specifically opposed to York Water’s acquisition of the facilities of the Authority, or the relief sought by the instant Application.  However, the Township is particularly concerned about York Water’s fulfillment of the commitments made by the Authority under the Agreement upon approval of the instant Application.  According to the Township, the Authority made various commitments to the Township as part of the Agreement, including a commitment to reserve wastewater treatment capacity sufficient to serve Lauxmont, a commitment to provide “pump and haul” services to the Lauxmont lots until the Authority’s collection system becomes functional, and a commitment not to provide sanitary wastewater collection or treatment to any property in the Township as provided for in the Agreement.
The Township, in its protest, also avers that although the instant Application referenced the Agreement, it does not indicate that York Water will adopt the relevant terms and conditions of the Agreement nor does it state that York Water will agree to honor the commitments made by the Borough and the Authority to the Township under the Agreement.  The Township therefore stated that while it is not opposed to the instant Application, it requires that York Water provide assurances that the Authority’s contractual commitments to the Township will be honored.  The Township also requires through its protest that York Water clarify its plans for serving Lauxmont in the Township and to address all of the issues referenced in the Agreement.  The Township’s protest also indicated that York Water’s assertion that the Township concurs with York Water’s proposed expansion of its service territory is not entirely accurate.
On January 7, 2014, the Township filed a Notice of Withdrawal (NOW) pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.94 and 5.71 et. seq.  The NOW noted that while the Township was not opposed to York Water’s Application, it wanted York Water to provide clarifications regarding the commitments made by the Authority in the Agreement to which the Township was a party, and regarding the geographic scope of the Applicant’s proposed service territory.  The NOW stated that based on the clarifications received from York Water, the Township no longer wishes to participate in this proceeding and has decided to withdraw its protest to the Application.    
 The subject Application referenced the location of the existing service territory of the Authority and the Township.  The territory is further explained with a map shown as Exhibit E and is described in Exhibit F in the Application.  York Water, in response to the Bureau of Technical Utility Services Staff’s data requests also provided additional maps for further clarification of the requested service territory.  

The service territory in the subject Application is approximately 819 acres.  York Water indicated that the area currently served by the Authority is approximately 309 acres (Borough – 214 acres & Township – 95 acres).  The area in the proposed service territory in the Township is approximately 510 acres (Fields of East Prospect – approximately 57 acres, of which 10 acres lie in the Borough and the balance lie in the Township, Lauxmont – 130 acres, Other – 334 acres).  York Water also stated that while Lauxmont consists of approximately 130 acres all within the Township, the entire parcel upon which Lauxmont may be constructed is over 563 acres.  However, York Water’s proposed service territory includes only 130 acres of the total 563 acre parcel.
York Water was incorporated in Pennsylvania on February 23, 1816, and is a regulated public utility company engaged in the business of supplying and distributing water in the Borough, now City of York, York County.  York Water’s currently approved service area, granted with the Charter of 1816 and through various subsequent Certificates of Public Convenience, now includes 45 municipalities in which water service is rendered and one municipality in which wastewater service is now being rendered.  As of September 30, 2013, York Water furnished water service to 63,924 customers (57,941 metered residential, 4,791 metered commercial including apartment complexes, and 1,192 public and private fire protection customers) with an estimated population of 189,000.  
In addition, York Water is now furnishing wastewater service to the public in a portion of East Manchester Township, York County, known as Asbury Pointe.  As of September 30, 2013, York Water provided wastewater service to approximately 230 customers with an estimated population of 600 people.  The instant Application, if approved, will be York Water’s second wastewater acquisition.

The Authority is a municipal authority created by the Borough pursuant to the Municipal Authorities Act to provide sanitary wastewater conveyance and treatment facilities for properties within the municipal limits of the Borough.  The Authority is a duly organized municipal corporation organized and existing under and pursuant to the Pennsylvania Municipalities Authorities Act as amended, that owns facilities used for and is engaged in the business of collecting, treating and disposing wastewater from inhabitants in and around the Borough.  
The Authority currently serves approximately 420 public wastewater customers, all within the municipal limits of the Borough and a portion of the Township.  The Authority has a mailing address of P.O. Box 334, East Prospect, PA  17317.  As of October 30, 2013, the Authority furnished wastewater service to 343 residential customers and 10 commercial customers in the Borough and 67 residential customers in the Township.  The Township is a second class township organized and existing pursuant to the Second Class Township Code.
York Water has proposed to acquire an existing wastewater collection and treatment system owned by the Authority in East Prospect Borough, York County, Pennsylvania.  According to York Water, the Authority has determined that it has insufficient experience to continue to meet the regulatory requirements associated with its wastewater obligations, and is not equipped to expand its obligations to proposed residential developments located nearby.  The Applicant has stated that the requested service territory is anticipated to double to approximately 800 customers in the future.  As a result, the Authority has obtained a Part II permit issued by the Pennsylvania Department Environmental Protection (DEP) allowing for the expansion of its wastewater treatment plant from 87,000 gallons per day (gpd) to approximately 175,000-gpd.  No plant expansion project has commenced at this time.  
York Water has stated that while the Authority is meeting its current regulatory requirements, the potential expansion of capacity that will be required as a result of new developments in the area may result in a more restrictive regulatory environment for the system operation that the Authority believes it may be incapable of meeting.  Since the Authority is finding it difficult to maintain a viable wastewater system for such a small number of customers, it has determined that it will be in the best interest of its current customers to sell the wastewater system to a company with more experience in dealing with utility service and the regulatory requirements associated with providing such service. 
York Water, in the instant Application, in addition to requesting approval from the Commission to provide wastewater service throughout the areas currently within the service area of the Borough, also seeks approval to provide wastewater service to adjacent areas of the Township.  York Water avers that within the area of the Township that is included in this application is an approved subdivision (Lauxmont) adjacent to the Borough that York Water must be prepared to serve.
As stated earlier, the Authority entered into an Agreement on July 8, 2010, with the Borough and the Township.  According to the Agreement, the Borough and the Authority agreed to provide wastewater service to the Lauxmont subdivision in the Township.  Lauxmont is a 131-lot single family residential subdivision proposed on an approximately 144-acre tract of land located at the southeast corner of the intersection of Klines Run Road and Water Street in the Township owned by the Estate of Laura B. Kohr (the Kohr Estate).  York Water has indicated that the lots in Lauxmont are required by the Township Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance to be connected to a public sanitary wastewater facility.  Full build-out of Lauxmont will generate approximately 35,000-gpd of wastewater flow.  However, the Township does not own or operate any public sanitary wastewater conveyance or treatment facilities that can serve Lauxmont.  
York Water has stated that construction has not begun on Lauxmont and no homes have been built.  Therefore, the Authority does not currently serve any customers in Lauxmont.  However, the Authority has committed to provide public wastewater service to Lauxmont subject to the developer’s payment of the cost of the extension and necessary expansion/upgrade to the wastewater treatment plant as shown on paragraph H of the Agreement.  York Water is therefore requesting Commission approval to serve Lauxmont which is adjacent to the Authority’s wastewater system.  
Furthermore, as part of the service area in the Township, York Water is requesting to include all properties surrounding the Borough that are zoned “Village.”  York Water has stated that within the Village area of the Township that is a part of the requested territory, is a proposed subdivision called the “Fields of East Prospect” on the eastern side of the Borough.  The Fields of East Prospect will require public wastewater service in order to be developed.  York Water is therefore requesting approval to accommodate the request for wastewater service in this area of the Township.
York Water also stated that the Fields of East Prospect Subdivision (Lower Windsor Plan No. 533-06P) received a Preliminary Subdivision Plan (Plan) approval at the Township Board Supervisors meeting on February 8, 2007.  The proposed 207-home development in the subdivision is a mix of duplexes, single-family homes and townhouses.  According to York Water, 60 of the 207 units will be in the Borough while 147 units will be in the Township.  The Plan received an extension via PA Act 46 until July 2013.  Subsequently Act 87 of 2012 (SB 1263) was signed into Law by Pennsylvania Governor Tom Corbett on July 2, 2012.  The law extends permits at least an additional three years.  Hence, the Fields at East Prospect Subdivision is extended to July 2, 2016.  The final plan has not been approved.
York Water anticipates the service territory to double to approximately 800 customers in the future.  The current system capacity of 87,000-gpd exceeds the current demand of 40,000-gpd.  A table showing current and projected population and consumption data for the next 10 years is attached as Exhibit J to the Application.

The Authority’s system consists of a single wastewater treatment plant with a treatment capacity of 87,000-gpd.  The treatment plant processes waste via an extended aeration activated sludge treatment system.  Primary components of the treatment plant consist of a central comminutor and bar screen, aeration chambers, settling tanks, sludge holding tanks, ultraviolet disinfection and post-disinfection aeration.  The Authority’s collection system consists of approximately 23,500 feet of 6-inch, 8-inch and 10-inch gravity sewer.  The Authority’s system is also comprised of three wastewater pumping stations with a capacity of 80 gallons per minute (gpm) each, 4,800 feet of forced main and approximately 131 concrete and masonry manholes.  The system operates under National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit No. PA 0084565.  According to information provided by York Water, the Authority’s NPDES Permit was recently renewed effective July 1, 2013 and will expire on June 30, 2018.


York Water plans to continue to operate the Authority’s system using the existing treatment and collection system to provide wastewater service to the Authority’s customers.  York Water has indicated that the wastewater facilities have sufficient capacity to provide service to all existing dwellings within the proposed service area.  
York Water intends to retain the contract services of the current wastewater plant operator of the Authority (Mr. George E. Christine, III).  York Water has indicated that Mr. Christine, who is a contract operator for the Authority is a certified wastewater plant operator with Pennsylvania License No. S-7202.  According to the Applicant, Mr. Christine will serve as the operator of record and will be responsible for complying with the conditions of the NPDES Permit.  
The Applicant has stated that it plans to install Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) equipment in the Authority’s system.  York Water indicated that it has begun assembling electrical panels and SCADA packages to be installed in the Authority’s system.  According to the Applicant, the SCADA system will be installed and operational within 60 days of the Commission issuing a Certificate of Public Convenience for York Water to provide wastewater service in the Borough and the Township.  The total cost for this improvement is estimated at $30,000.

In addition, York Water will also install back-up power generation at each of the three wastewater pump (lift) stations and a back-up generator at the wastewater treatment plant.  York Water has stated that all four generators will be equipped with automatic transfer switches and tied in with the SCADA system.  In the collection system, York Water will focus on remediating approximately a dozen concrete manholes identified during an initial system assessment that have been subjected to biogenic sulfide corrosion.  This process of forming hydrogen sulfide gas and the subsequent conversion to sulfuric acid attacks the concrete and steel in the collection system.  York Water will remediate through structural lining or replace the 10-12 manholes that are most severely degraded and are jeopardizing the integrity of the collection system.
York Water has indicated that in reviewing the operating records of the Authority, it presumes that it may make modifications to the wastewater treatment plant to improve consolidation of solids and reduce expenses associated with the transportation of solids.  York Water also intends to operate and monitor the performance of the plant for a year (monitor plant performance through the four seasons) and develop an improvement plan for the plant.  These improvements may relate to an automated chemical feed system and better monitoring with SCADA.  York Water has stated that there are currently no estimates of cost or construction timelines for this potential work.
York Water and the Authority entered into an Asset Purchase Agreement (Purchase Agreement) on June 20, 2013, attached to the application as Exhibit B.  The assets to be acquired were described in paragraph 2.1 and Appendix A of the Purchase Agreement.  The Purchase Agreement highlighted the transfer of assets as the physical plant, property, equipment and facilities comprising the existing wastewater collection, pumping and treatment system owned and operated by the Authority, with attendant easements, rights-of-way, real estate and improvements, personal property, fixtures and equipment.  
The assets listed in Appendix A includes all sanitary pressure sewer, sanitary gravity sewer, sewage force main, sanitary laterals (from sanitary sewer to edge of right-of-way or street), curb boxes and appurtenant fixtures and equipment in place and used in the wastewater collection, pumping and treatment system within the service territory, all wastewater lift (pumping) stations, vaults, valves and manholes presently in place in the wastewater collection and pumping system within the service territory.  Other assets listed include the existing wastewater treatment plant, maintenance shed and parcel to be conveyed to York Water in accordance with all required permits and title to the parcel.
Excluded assets include all funds designated as funds of the Authority including, specifically, any checking accounts, savings accounts, accounts receivables, insurance, and other investments related to the wastewater collection, pumping and treatment system and the provision of wastewater services by the Authority. 
Based on information provided by York Water, the Authority’s balance sheet as at December 31, 2012, places the net depreciated value of the Authority’s wastewater treatment plant and equipment at $904,699.

The purchase price for the system is $215,000 as agreed upon in the Purchase Agreement.  York Water stated that an original cost study will be conducted for the Authority’s system and it plans on engaging an outside engineering firm for the said study.  York Water has indicated that the study will likely be completed in the January-February 2014 timeframe.  York Water will establish the depreciated original costs for the Authority’s utility plant based on the results of the study.  The tentative journal entries to record the transfer in York Water’s accounts include:

York Water will finance the purchase and the proposed improvements initially by borrowing against York Water’s lines of credit and with internally generated funds, proceeds from the issuance of common stock under York Water’s dividend reinvestment and employee stock plans.  
York Water has indicated that as part of this Application, it also seeks Commission approval of a revised wastewater tariff, which is included as Exhibit A in the Application.  According to York Water, its current wastewater tariff addresses only the Asbury Pointe wastewater system (Asbury Pointe), which serves a small development where little growth is anticipated.  In acquiring Asbury Pointe, York Water adopted the existing Asbury Pointe’s wastewater tariff filed with the Commission.  While Asbury Pointe’s tariff adequately addresses the needs of Asbury Pointe’s customers, it is not sufficient to cover the expanded needs associated with the proposed acquisition of the Authority’s system by York Water.
York Water indicated that the revised wastewater tariff filed with this Application is driven by several factors.  First, it is necessary to include rates and rules of service applicable to the Authority’s system to the current tariff.  Also, rules must be established regarding future requests for extensions of service.  According to York Water, Asbury Pointe is a built-out system, and no large service extensions are possible.  On the other hand, the Authority has entered into an Agreement with the developer of Lauxmont.  The Agreement highlights potential substantial expansion of facilities, both with respect to collection mains and wastewater treatment facilities.  York Water has indicated that the revised tariff incorporates language addressing the extension of facilities and required additional treatment capacity to pay for the costs associated with the capital-intensive investments related to the instant Application.  
On November 21, 2013, York Water filed an Amended tariff to replace Exhibit A (the tariff filed with the Application).  The Amended tariff indicated that Exhibit A had an error on the cover page and an inapplicable effective date.  York Water indicated that the Amended tariff replaces Exhibit A.
York Water has stated that the proposed rates after acquisition will be slightly different from the rate structure of rates currently being charged by the Authority, although the total amount paid on a monthly basis will be substantially similar.  The Authority currently charges rates on a quarterly basis.  The Authority’s customers are currently being charged $145/quarter plus $2.00 per 1,000 gallons above 10,000 gallons of metered water usage per quarter.  Hence, a residential customer using an average of 4,200 gallons of water per month will be charged approximately $50.06.

York Water has indicated that it bills on a monthly basis and therefore proposes to charge $50 per month plus $2.00 per 1,000 gallons above 4,000 gallons per month.  Therefore, a residential customer using an average of 4,200 gallons of water per month will be charged approximately $50.40.  Current and proposed wastewater rates are attached as Exhibit K on the Application.  

York Water has stated that prior to filing this Application, it notified the customers of the Authority of the filing and its intent to establish monthly rates for wastewater service that are comparable to the existing quarterly rates of the Authority.  The Applicant provided a copy of the notification of the proposed rate structure (attached as Exhibit O) to the Application.  York Water indicated that the customer notification letter was sent through United States Postal Service (USPS) First Class Mail to the existing customers of the Authority on July 10, 2013.


The Applicant will begin providing service to customers in the requested territory five days after the date of closing.  Closing is contingent upon York Water obtaining Commission approval of this acquisition and York Water’s receipt of DEP’s approval to assume the Authority’s NPDES permit.  York Water has stated that it has met with representatives of DEP to discuss the transfer and anticipates no issues.
York Water has stated that no corporation, partnership or individual is now furnishing or has corporate rights to furnish service similar to that to be rendered by York Water in the proposed territory other than the Authority and no competitive condition will be created.



York Water submits that the proposed transfer will have a beneficial effect on the customers in the proposed service territory.  York Water states that it has the managerial, technical and financial capabilities to operate the system within the regulatory guidelines, make improvements as needed, and improve centralized management including customer and administrative services.


York Water currently provides metered water service to all the customers in the proposed wastewater service territory.  

York Water is current with its annual, quarterly earnings and the Security Planning and Readiness report filing requirements and there are no outstanding fines or assessments due to the Commission.  

DEP has indicated that there are no pending actions or outstanding complaints against York Water or the Authority.  York Water specified that it has applied for transfer of the Authority’s NPDES permit.  Upon obtaining the permit, it will provide a copy of the permit to the Commission.  
The Applicant provided a letter from the York County Planning Commission in support of the Application.  

Based upon the facts that York Water will expand its service territory to customers in compliance with our regulations, that the economies of scale of an expanded customer base has a beneficial effect on existing customers, and that York Water will be meeting the needs of new customers without any detriment to its existing customers, the Commission finds that granting York Water’s application for approval of the acquisition is necessary or proper for the service, accommodation, convenience, or safety of the public; THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Application and municipal contract of The York Water Company at A-2013-2394181 and U-2013-2394182 are hereby approved.
2. That a Certificate of Public Convenience be issued pursuant to

to Section 1102(a)(1)(i) and (3) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i) and (3), evidencing Commission approval of the acquisition by The York Water Company of the wastewater system assets of East Prospect Borough Authority, East Prospect Borough, York County, Pennsylvania as described in the Application.
3.
That a Certificate of Public Convenience be issued pursuant to section 1102(a)(1)(i) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i), authorizing The York Water Company to begin to offer or furnish wastewater service in additional portions of Lower Windsor Township, York County as described in Exhibit F and depicted on a map identified as Exhibit F, which were attached to the subject Application.
4. That upon notice of closing, a Certificate of Public Convenience be

 issued pursuant to Section 1102(a)(1)(i) and (3) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i) and (3), evidencing Commission approval for The York Water Company to begin to offer or furnish wastewater service to the public in East Prospect Borough, York County.
5. That upon notice of closing, a Certificate of Public Convenience be

 issued pursuant to section 1102(a)(1)(i) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i), authorizing The York Water Company to begin to offer or furnish wastewater service in additional portions of Lower Windsor Township, York County as described in Exhibit F and depicted on a map identified as Exhibit E, which were attached to the subject Application.

6. That the proposed tariff filed to replace the revised wastewater tariff (Exhibit A) filed by The York Water Company with the subject Application is hereby approved.

7.  That The York Water Company file a tariff supplement for the subject service territory and rates within 10 days after the date of closing.

8. That The York Water Company will file copies of its original
cost study of East Prospect Borough Authority’s wastewater assets with the Secretary’s Bureau and the Bureau of Technical Utility Services within 90 days after the date of closing.  
9. That nothing herein shall be construed to exempt The York
 Water Company from obtaining all necessary permits, licenses, and approvals from other local, state, and federal government agencies having jurisdiction.
10. That a copy of this Order be served upon The York Water
 Water Company, East Prospect Borough Authority, Lower Windsor Township, Mr. Larry L. Wolfe, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement, the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, the Department of Revenue, Bureau of Corporate Taxes, and the Department of Environmental Protection,  Southcentral Regional Office and Central Office-Bureau of Regulatory Counsel.
