ORDER CONTINUING PROCEEDING TO ALLOW FOR
COMPLAINT AMENDMENT


		An Initial Telephonic Hearing in this case convened as scheduled on Monday, February 10, 2014, at approximately 2:00 p.m.  During preliminary discussions, it was discovered that the Respondent had already granted Complainant the relief sought in the Complaint, which is that it was now honoring Complainant’s personal checks as payment.  Accordingly, I inquired as to whether this case had already been resolved, and whether a certificate of satisfaction could then be filed.  

		Complainant, however, indicated that his Complaint was not fully resolved, and that there were other matters which must be addressed.  These other issues were not apparent on the face of the Complaint, and Respondent was unprepared to go forward with all of these new issues, since it had not received proper notice of them. 

Accordingly, I will allow thirty (30) days from the date of the hearing, or until Wednesday, March 12, 2014, for Complainant to contact the Secretary’s Bureau of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission for information regarding the process for amending his Complaint, and to file an amended Complaint.  Complaint must notify me and counsel for the Respondent when he has filed the amendment.  Respondent must serve me and the Complainant directly with its Answer, and any other pleadings it is filing as a result of the Complaint amendment.

After I receive a copy of the Answer, and have ruled on preliminary matters, a new hearing date will be scheduled as needed, and the parties will receive notice of the day, date and time of the hearing.

The Prehearing Order issued in this matter on December 18, 2013, remains in effect, except for the hearing date.  Accordingly, if parties intend to present any documents or exhibits for my consideration at the next hearing, your documents or exhibits must be received by me and the other parties at least one (1) week before the hearing.  Further details on any required exhibits will be forthcoming after the Answer to an amended Complaint has been filed.  My correct address and contact information is:

		2.	That if Complainant fails to file an amended Complaint by close of business (4:30 p.m. EST) on Wednesday, March 12, 2014, the Complaint will be subject to dismissal or other action which is deemed to be appropriate.

		3.	That the parties be provided notice of the new day, date, and time of any further hearing.

		4.	That if the parties settle this matter in the interim, the Respondent is directed to file a Certificate of Satisfaction.
