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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:
	I.	BACKGROUND
		Before us for disposition are the 2014 Price Stability Index (PSI) and Service Price Index (SPI) Report for Commonwealth Telephone Company d/b/a Frontier Communications Commonwealth Telephone Company (Frontier Commonwealth or the Company) and associated revenue increases.   The Company’s annual PSI/SPI filing was made under the provisions of Act 183 of 2004, P.L. 1398 (66 Pa. C.S. §§ 3011-3019) (Chapter 30) and pursuant to the Company’s Streamlined Regulation and Network Modernization Plan (Chapter 30 Plan) that this Commission approved at Docket No. P‑00961024F1000.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  See Petition for Amended Alternative Regulation and Network Modernization Plan of Commonwealth Telephone Company, Docket No. P-00961024F1000 (Order entered March 3, 2005).] 

		The Company possesses the statutory right under 66 Pa. C.S. § 3015(a)(1)(iii) and its approved Chapter 30 Plan to seek and obtain an automatic revenue and rate increase as contemplated by Chapter 30.  Under the Company’s Price Stability Plan (PSP), the PSI calculates the allowable change in noncompetitive rates based, in part, on the annual change in the Gross Domestic Product Price Index (GDP‑PI).  The SPI tracks the prior rate changes for noncompetitive services related to the PSI.  The PSP also contains special provisions for protected services and addresses revenue neutral rate adjustments to the rates for noncompetitive services.  The PSP set forth in the Company’s Chapter 30 Plan is a complete substitution of the rate base/rate of return regulation.  Further, the Company’s Chapter 30 Plan acknowledges that nothing in its Plan shall be construed to limit the requirement under 66 Pa. C.S. § 1301 that rates shall be just and reasonable.
	II.	COMPANY’S FILING
		Pursuant to the Company’s Chapter 30 Plan, Advance Notice was issued on January 15, 2014, informing the Commission of the forthcoming filing.  On February 1, 2014, Frontier Commonwealth filed its annual PSI/SPI Report using the change in 2012 and 2013 third quarter GDP-PI, which equates to a 1.27% increase in the PSI.  When applied to the Previous PSI of 1.1575, this produces a new PSI of 1.1722. Applying this change to current noncompetitive revenues of $80,186,958 produces a 2014 maximum allowed noncompetitive revenue increase of $1,018,374.  
		In its 2014 filing, the Company is implementing a total of $1,166,949 in actual rate increases.  The Service Price Index (SPI) indicates the cumulative price changes from current and prior years and tracks the actual total price changes for noncompetitive services.  Applied to its current SPI of 1.0865, the Company’s rate increases produce a new SPI of 1.1023.
		Consistent with the Commission approved Protective Order entered March 27, 2008, at P-2008-2022840 and pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.423, the Company has marked specific information in its filing as proprietary.
		On February 1, 2014, the Company served a copy of its PSI/SPI Report on the Office of Small Business Advocate, the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement, AT&T Communications of Pennsylvania, Inc. and MCI Worldcom Inc.  No complaints were filed and no hearings were held.  
		Part 3.A.7-9 of Frontier Commonwealth’s Approved Amended Chapter 30 Plan states the following: “On February 1st of each year, . . . the Company shall file with the Commission a PSI and SPI Report . . . Each such annual filing may be accompanied by tariffs to implement any required or authorized SPI. The proposed tariff rates will become effective within 60 days of filing. . . . A Commission Order must be entered within sixty (60) days of the filing, otherwise the tariff(s) shall become effective as filed.”
		As noted in more detail in the following table, in its 2014 filing, the Company proposes to increase local residential and business dial tone line rates by $1.67 monthly.  The Company’s proposed rate increases will be implemented through Supplement No. 122 to Tariff Telephone - PA P.U.C. No. 24, which carries an effective date of April 1, 2014.  Per the Company’s filing, customers will be given advance notice of the proposed rate increases via billing notice.

		According to the Company, 39,406 residential dial tone lines and 18,825 business dial tone lines will be affected by these rate increases.  
The banking methods Frontier Commonwealth uses in its 2014 PSI filing are consistent with its Amended Chapter 30 Plan.  In its 2013 PSI filing, the Company was authorized a rate increase amount of $1,609,983.  The Company implemented $1,180,381 during the 2013 PSI period; however, the revenues for those rate increases were drawn from the Company’s 2011 PSI period.  Therefore, the Company is banking the full amount authorized to it in its 2013 PSI period for future use. 
		On January 9, 2014, the Company filed an updated banking report to reflect the amounts retired from the Company’s bank as a result of the State Tax Adjustment Surcharge (STAS) recalculation.  A Secretarial Letter was previously issued permitting Frontier Commonwealth's STAS recalculation to go into effect.[footnoteRef:2]  The STAS recalculation amount of $90,499 was drawn from the banked amount remaining from the Company’s 2011 PSI period. 		The revenue for the $1,166,949 in rate increases included with the instant filing will be drawn from the banked amount remaining from the Company’s 2011 and 2012 PSI periods and will be reflected on the banking report included with its 2015 PSI/SPI Report.  Additionally, the banking report filed with the Company’s 2015 PSI/SPI Report will reflect the addition of the 2014 authorized revenue increase amount of $1,018,374.  We note that in accordance with Frontier Commonwealth’s Chapter 30 Plan, deferred increases shall carry no interest.  
	III.	CONCLUSION
		Our review of the Company’s 2014 PSI/SPI Report indicates the PSI/SPI calculations, banked revenue calculations and proposed rate increases are reasonable, consistent and in conformance with the terms of the Company’s Commission-approved Amended Chapter 30 Plan.  We note that in accordance with its Chapter 30 Plan, deferred rate increases shall accrue no interest; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:
	1.	That the Company’s 2014 PSI/SPI Report is consistent with their Commission-approved Amended Streamlined Regulation and Network Modernization Plan and is therefore approved as filed.
	2.	That the rate increases proposed by the Company and included in Supplement No. 122 to Tariff Telephone - PA P.U.C. No. 24 be permitted to go into effect as filed.
	3.	That a copy of this Order be served on the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate and the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement. 

	4.	That the case be marked closed.
