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ORDER GRANTING ADDITIONAL TIME 
TO COMPLY WITH ORDER REOPENING THE RECORD


		On March 6, 2014, I reopened the record in this Distribution System Improvement Charge (DSIC) proceeding to allow for further record development on the Net Metering Rider (NMR) issue, for the reasons set forth in the March 6 Order.  The PP&L Industrial Customer Alliance (PPLICA) requested a telephonic conference with me and the other parties concerning the affidavit and other requirements in that Order, and the telephonic conference was held on Thursday, March 13, 2014, at 2:30 p.m.  

		During that conference, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL) requested additional time, until Friday, March 21, 2014, in which to file its affidavit, which would contain the factual assertions in its Reply Brief that were not already of record, and also some further information that could provide a framework for resolution of the NMR issue.  PPL would also provide a copy of its Net Metering for Renewable Customer-Generators tariff as an exhibit as part of this affidavit.  No party objected to PPL’s request, and it will be granted in the Ordering Paragraphs below.  

		In light of the additional time granted to PPL, PPLICA also requested additional time, until Thursday, April 3, 2014, for filing its responsive affidavit and any modifications to its brief(s).  No party objected to this request, and it will be granted in the Ordering Paragraphs below.   

		In light of PPLICA’s request, PPL requested time for a response to PPLICA’s modified brief, so it requested until Thursday, April 10, 2014, in which to file a modified reply brief.  No party objected to this request, and it will be granted in the Ordering Paragraphs below.

		The parties also indicated, in answer to the March 6 Order Reopening the Record, that no further discovery and no additional hearings were necessary as to the NMR issue.  The parties agreed that there had been no specific Commission deadline placed on this proceeding.
 
		THEREFORE,

		IT IS ORDERED: 

		1.	That the Order Reopening the Record, dated March 6, 2014, is hereby modified as follows.

		2.	That PPL shall, on or before 4:30 p.m. on Friday, March 21, 2014, provide to me and the other parties, an affidavit, which shall include its Net Metering for Renewable Customer-Generators tariff, and other information attesting to and supporting the factual allegations set forth in its Reply Brief on the Net Metering Rider issue, that were not previously admitted into the record. 

		3.	That PPLICA shall, on or before 4:30 p.m. on Thursday, April 3, 2014, provide to me and the other parties, its responsive affidavit and any further response to PPL’s submission(s) pursuant to Ordering Paragraph #2 above, including any modifications to its brief(s).

		4.	That PPL shall, on or before 4:30 p.m. on Thursday, April 10, 2014, provide to me and the other parties, any modifications to its reply brief in response to PPLICA’s submission pursuant to Ordering Paragraph #3, above.

		5.	That, in accordance with the parties’ acknowledgement, no further discovery and no further hearings will be necessary.
