IT IS ORDERED:

1.	That Complainant’s request for a payment arrangement is granted. 

2.	That Lori Williams shall pay PECO Energy Company the regular amount of her bills as they come due plus 1/24th of the arrearage commencing with the first monthly bill received after entry of the Commission’s Final Order in this case and continuing thereafter on the due date for the payment of each regular monthly bill, until the arrearage on the account has been paid in full.
 
3.	That as long as Lori Williams complies with the terms of this Order, PECO Energy Company shall not suspend or terminate her utility service except for valid safety or emergency reasons.

4.	That if Lori Williams fails to comply with the terms of this Order, PECO Energy Company is authorized to suspend or terminate her utility service in compliance with all applicable tariff and regulatory requirements, and to take other action permitted by law. 

5.	That all other claims of Lori Williams at C-2013-2368421 are denied and dismissed. 

6.	That the docket at C-2013-2368421 be marked closed.
