TO ALL PARTIES:
On February 26, 2014, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Christopher P. Pell in this matter.  The Parties were advised that Exceptions were due within twenty days (i.e., on or before Tuesday, March 18, 2014), and Replies to Exceptions were due within ten days thereafter (i.e., on or before Friday, March 28, 2014).

Willie Clark (Complainant) filed Exceptions on March 17, 2014.  There was no certificate of service or other indication that the Exceptions had been filed on the other Parties to the case.  Consequently, on March 18, 2014, the Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau served the Exceptions on the other Parties, advising them that Replies would be due on or before March 28, 2014.

By correspondence dated April 1, 2014, counsel for Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW) requested an extension of time in which to file Replies to Exceptions.  This correspondence alleged that PGW did not receive a copy of the Complainant’s Exceptions until March 31, 2014, when the Complainant served his Exceptions on PGW with a certificate of service dated March 28, 2014.  
The Commission’s Regulation at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15 permits the Commission to grant an extension of time for performing an act, after the time for performing that act has expired, when a Party demonstrates reasonable grounds for the failure to act.  The Commission is puzzled by the lack of any reference in Counsel’s correspondence to the March 18, 2014 correspondence from the Secretary’s Bureau serving the Exceptions on all the Parties to the case.  Nevertheless, in the interest of promoting the just, speedy and inexpensive determination of this proceeding, 52 Pa. Code § 1.2, the Commission finds that PGW has established reasonable grounds for its failure to file Exceptions by March 28, 2014.  As a result, the Commission will extend the period for filing Replies to Exceptions until ten days from the date of this correspondence.
