The carrier reported revenues of $31,135 for the previous year.  The proposed increase in rates would generate an increase of $12,518 in revenues for a total projection of $43,653 for the 12 months following the increase.



The carrier reported it will experience increases in fuel costs, maintenance costs, and insurance premiums.  Projected expenses of $29,631 will result in an operating ratio of 68%. 



There are currently no outstanding fines or assessments.  Commission records indicate that the carrier’s total intrastate revenue is less than $500,000 based upon assessment reports.  We conclude that the data compiled and submitted by the carrier supports this increase.  

CONCLUSION



We have determined that the carrier has met the requirements of 52 Pa. Code §§23.63 and 23.68; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That Tariff Call or Demand Pa. PUC No. 3 is approved to become effective April 28, 2014.
