This is an agreement for electric generation service between Rushmare Energy, LLC (Rushmore Energy) and you, for the service address or
addresses set forth in your Electric Service Agreement. Together, this Disclosure Statement, including the terms of service set forth herein, and
your Electic Service Agreement collectively describe your agreement with respect to your purchase of electric generation service from
Rushmaore Energy (Agreement). You will be bound by all the provisions of the Agreement, as they may be amended from time to time.
Rushmore Energy is licensed by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission to offer and supply electiic generation services in Pennsylvania,
Our PUC license number is __A-XXXX___. We set the generafion prices and charges that you pay. Your Eleciric Distribution Company will
deliver the electric generation to you. The Public Ulility Commission regulates distribution prices and services. The Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission regulates transmission prices and services.

Definitions
¢ Commercial Customer — A nonresidential customer that has a peak demand of less than 25 kilowatts during the most recent consecutive
12-month period.

Electric Distribution Company (EDC) - The public utility providing facilities for the distribution of electricity to retail customers.

Generation Charge - Charge for production of electricity.

Public Uiility Commission (PUC) - the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.

Transmission Charge — Charge for moving high voltage electricity from a generation facility to the distribution lines of an electric
distribution company.

Right of Rescission - You may cancel this Agreement at any time before midnight of the third business day after receiving this
disclosure statement.

Terms of Service

1. Basic Service Prices.

{a) Fixed Rate. If your rate is a fixed rate, you will pay the fixed rale per KWh set forth in your Electric Service Agreement during the term
specified in your Electric Service Agreement, plus the basic monthly charge. This rate will include the Generation Charge, Transmission
Charge, and gross receipts tax for services provided under this Agreement.

{b)} Variable Rate, If your rate is a variable rate, your rate per kWh for electric generalion service provided under this Agreement may change
each month based upon wholesale market conditions as they exist at the time. Rushmore Energy will charge you for all electricity billed by your
EOC at a variable rate per kWh, based upon the price that we are able to obtain for electricity in the PJM market at the PPL load zone for the
applicable period, plus an adder of up 1o $0.10 per kWh, plus generation and transmission charges and gross receipts tax and the base
monthly charge, but will not charge you for EDC service. Rushmore Energy does not pay or arrange for the payment of any outstanding debts
owed by you to the EOC or previous Electric Generation Supplier (EGS}.

Your price includes gross receipts tax, but not applicable Pennsylvania sales tax or any local tax. You are responsible for any and all taxes
{whether passed through to you on EDC's bill as a separate line item or as part of the price of electricity, as required by law, rule or regulation)
ang EDC charges for delivery and distribution services. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement or as required by law, all taxes of
whatsoever kind, nature and description, due and payable with respect 1o your performance of your obligations under this Agreement, will be
paid by you. If you are a tax-exempt entity, you must provide Rushmore Energy with the necessary certificates and other documentation to
quality for such status.

2. Billing. Your EDC will confinue to issue a monthly bill and the bill will include both your Transmission Charge ard your Generation
Charge, and any other charges incurred in accordance with this Agreement. Bills will continue to be based on actual or estimated meter
readings. Rushmore Energy will use the same meter reading information from the EDC to derive your Generation Charges. Unless otherwise
pravided herein, your payment terms will be governed by the terms of the EDC's tarifi.

3. Length of Agreement. With the exception of a new meter installation or special meter reading date, you will buy your electric generation
service for the service addresses set forth in your Electric Service Agreement from Rushmore Energy on the next regularly scheduled meter
reading date available and will continue for the duration of the term specified in your Electric Service Agreement (Term). You have three days
to accept or decline this Agresment upon its receipt. This Agreement shall remain in effect until you notify Rushmere Energy in writing or by
phene of your intent to cancel at least 30 days prior to your requested end date and until such time as the EDC completes the termination in
actordance with its rules.

4. Penalties, Fees and Exceptions.

Fixed Rate Contracts. You will pay the early termination fee of $150.00 to Rushmore Energy if you cancel this
Agreement prior to the end of the Term, unless such early termination fee is waived or otherwise modified in writing by
Rushmore Energy.
