ORDER ADMITTING ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS
AND RECLOSING THE RECORD


		On March 6, 2014, I issued an Order Reopening the Record, to allow the parties to complete the record regarding the Net Metering Rider (NMR) issue.  On March 14, 2014, I issued an Order which set forth a time schedule regarding the submission of additional affidavits and revised briefs regarding this issue, and on April 30, 2014, I granted a further extension, until May 1, 2014, for the PPL Industrial Customer Alliance (PPLICA) to modify its previously-filed Reply Brief, to be consistent with the revised PPLICA Main Brief on the NMR issue.  

		On May 1, 2014, PPLICA filed clean and redlined copies of its Reply Brief, revised as of May 1, 2014.  

		With the filing of PPLICA’s revised Reply Brief, the record is now ready to be completed.  The parties have been given an opportunity to submit additional evidence and revise their positions, as necessary, based on clarification of the NMR issue by PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL).  In this regard, on March 21, 2014, PPL filed an Affidavit of Bethany L. Johnson, and supplemented it with the relevant portion of the tariff (PPL Electric Exhibit No. BLJ-A1), which was provided on or about April 1, 2014.  On April 3, 2014, PPLICA filed the Affidavit of Richard A. Baudino, and clean and redlined copies of its Main Brief, revised as of April 3, 2014.  In response, PPL filed clean and redlined copies of its Reply Brief, revised as of April 10, 2014.  PPLICA, as noted above, filed a clean and redlined copy of its Reply Brief, on May 1, 2014. 

		In the Ordering Paragraphs below, I will admit the above-mentioned evidentiary materials into the evidentiary record of this case.  The revised briefs will also be considered as part of the record for consideration in preparing a Recommended Decision.  These documents have previously been filed with the Secretary’s Bureau and copies have been provided to me and to all parties.  After admitting these documents, I will reclose the record for decision writing.

		THEREFORE,

		IT IS ORDERED: 

		1.	That the Affidavit of Brittany L. Johnson, and accompanying PPL Electric Exhibit No. BLJ-A1, filed on March 21, 2014, and April 1, 2014, respectively, are admitted into the evidentiary record for consideration in this proceeding.

		2.	That the Affidavit of Richard A. Baudino, filed on April 3, 2014, is admitted into the evidentiary record for consideration in this proceeding.

		3.	That the Main and Reply Briefs of the PPL Industrial Customer Alliance, Revised As Of April 3, 2014, and May 1, 2014, respectively, are admitted into the record for consideration in this proceeding.


		4.	That the Reply Brief of PPL Electric Utilities Corporation, Revised As Of April 10, 2014, is admitted into the record for consideration in this proceeding.

		5.	That the record is now reclosed for decision writing.
