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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:

Now before the Commission is a Petition to Abandon filed by CenterPoint Energy Services, Inc. (CenterPoint), Utility Code – 125149, on September 23, 2013.  CenterPoint is seeking Commission approval for the abandonment of its Pennsylvania natural gas supplier (NGS) license at Docket No. A-125149.
On December 1, 2006, CenterPoint filed an Application for an NGS license to operate as a supplier of natural gas supply services.  By Order, entered January 29, 2007, the Commission granted CenterPoint’s request for a license.  By Petition filed September 23, 2013, CenterPoint requests that the Commission cancel its NGS license.  In its Petition, CenterPoint states that it has not provided natural gas services to Pennsylvania retail gas customers nor conducted any natural gas marketing campaigns in Pennsylvania since June 30, 2012.
Since CenterPoint has not had any natural gas customers in Pennsylvania since June 30, 2012, and did not market to customers after June 30, 2012, we believe that the relinquishment and abandonment of CenterPoint’s license will have no impact on the public, natural gas distribution companies, or suppliers of last resort.  Accordingly, we will waive the notification provisions at Title 52, Chapter 62, Subchapter D, Section 62.112, regarding written individual notice to customers at approximately 90 days and 60 days preceding the effective date of the abandonment.  In addition, we will waive the provisions of the Interim Guidelines Regarding Notification by a Natural Gas Supplier of Operational Changes Affecting Customer Service and Contracts, at Docket No. M-00001343 (Interim Guidelines), directing the abandoning NGS to publish legal notice of its cessation of service.
There are no outstanding fines pending against CenterPoint.  There are also no outstanding formal or informal complaints.
As a result of CenterPoint’s desire to no longer operate as a NGS, we shall approve CenterPoint’s Petition to Abandon and cancel the NGS license at Docket   No. A-125149; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Petition to Abandon filed by CenterPoint Energy Services, Inc. on September 23, 2013, is hereby granted.

2. That the natural gas supplier license held by CenterPoint Energy Services, Inc. at Docket No. A-125149 is hereby cancelled.

3. That the notification provisions at Title 52, Chapter 62, Subchapter D, Section 61.112 are waived consistent with the discussion in this Order.
4. That the notification provisions of the Interim Guidelines Regarding Notification by a Natural Gas Supplier of Operational Changes Affecting Customer Service and Contracts, at Docket No. M-00001343 (Interim Guidelines), are waived consistent with the discussion in this Order.

5. That the Secretary shall strike the Company’s name from all active utility lists maintained by the Annual Report Section of the Secretary’s Bureau and the Assessment Section of the Bureau of Administration.

6. That a copy of this order be served on the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, and all natural gas distribution companies.
7. That a copy of this order be served on the Department of Revenue, Bureau of Corporation Taxes.
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
