O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:


This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed December 24, 2013.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of February 1, 2014, with protests due by February 18, 2014.  No protests were filed.  On March 3, 2014 a business plan and verified statements of support were requested to be submitted by April 3, 2014. A business plan was provided on April 3, 2014, along with one statement of support for Lawrence County and seven statements of support from Mercer County.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing. 
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS


Elite EMS, Inc. (applicant) seeks the initial right to transport persons in paratransit service.  Mr. Glen A. Miller, Director of Operations has over 20 years of experience primarily dealing with direct patient care and the transportation of the sick and injured.  


Applicant will conduct operations from 3625 East State Street, Hermitage, Mercer County.  The facility consists of a 3300 square foot building which includes a three bay garage, dispatch office, a general services office, and management offices.  Records will be kept on-site.  The applicant will utilize a computer aided dispatch program, UHF frequency radio communications to the drivers, and cell phones for the vehicles, reservations to be received by telephone or internet.

Applicant will purchase a vehicle to provide service after a certificate to operate is received.  Maintenance will be performed by applicant and annual inspections plus major repairs will be performed by a certified inspection garage.  Applicant has purchased commercial insurance for other vehicles used in EMS service and will add vehicles used in paratransit service.

Applicant’s most current balance sheet dated April 2, 2014, shows total assets of $62,729 of which $15,219 is in cash, and total liabilities of $1,000.  

A review of our records found no violations of PUC rules or regulations by applicant.  


We advise the applicant of the obligation to become familiar with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this grant of authority.  If the applicant changes its address, a Change of Address Form shall be filed with the Commission.  The form can be found on the Commission's website: www.puc.pa.gov/general /onlineforms/pdf/MC_Address Change.pdf.  Failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of authority.  Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code may be accessed at www.pacode.com.   

After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. Applicant seeks the initial right to provide paratransit service and no protests were filed.
2. Applicant is supported by seven parties in the requested operating area.

3. Applicant has the ability and fitness necessary to render the service.

4. The evidence of record is sufficient to establish necessity for the service.

5. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE, 

IT IS ORDERED:  
1. That the application be and is hereby approved granting the following right:

To transport, as a common carrier, persons in paratransit service, limited to non-ambulatory persons that require wheelchair van or ambulant transport, from points in Mercer and Lawrence Counties, to points in Pennsylvania and return.

2. That the applicant whall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until it has been issued a Certificate of Public Convenience by this Commission.
3. That a Certificate of Public Convenience shall not be issued until the following items have been submitted and approved by the Commission:
 a.   An acceptable Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.

b.   An acceptable tariff establishing just and reasonable rates. Instructions for filing of a tariff can be found at:  www.puc.pa.gov/general/onlineforms/pdf/Initial_Tariff_Instructions.pdf
4. That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.

5. That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above determined.

6. That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
