Dear Ms. McKoy:

The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission has recently received from NeuStar, the North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA), a list of Central Office Codes, or NXX Codes that have not been placed in service within the required six (6) month time frame, as contained in the Federal Communications Commission’s Final Rules at 47 C.F.R. § 52.15(i)(5).
