TO ALL PARTIES:
By Secretarial Letter dated June 24, 2014, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Christopher P. Pell in this matter.  The Parties were advised that Exceptions would be due within twenty days (i.e., on or before July 14, 2014) and Replies to Exceptions would be due within ten days thereafter (i.e., on or before July 24, 2014).

Lidia Shan (Complainant) filed Exceptions on July 14, 2014.  By correspondence dated July 18, 2014, counsel for Verizon Pennsylvania LLC (Respondent) requested an extension of time to file Replies to Exceptions.   Respondent’s Counsel stated that he needed to be out of the office for several days to attend to family medical matters.  Accordingly, the Respondent’s Counsel requested an extension, until August 4, 2014, to file Replies.

The July 18, 2014 correspondence stated that the Respondent’s Counsel had contacted the Complainant to discuss this extension request, and advised the Commission that the Complainant had no objection to the request.
