Re:  Withdrawal of Application by Pennsylvania-American Water Company – Wastewater Division (PAWC-WD) to offer, render, furnish or supply wastewater service to the public in an additional portion of East Fallowfield Township, Chester County, Pennsylvania.


Dear Attorney Mendelsohn:


	On June 12, 2014, PAWC-WD filed an application for Commission approval to offer, render, furnish or supply wastewater service to the public in an additional portion of East Fallowfield Township, Chester County, Pennsylvania at Docket No. A-2014-2426439.  Specifically, the applied-for-service territory was to extend PAWC-WD’s sanitary sewer service from its existing wastewater system facilities, located near the intersection of Doe Run Road and Crossing Boulevard, south along Doe Run Road to provide public wastewater service to the new South Brandywine Middle School.                    
		
	On  June 13, 2014, the Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau sent a letter to PAWC-WD requesting that PAWC-WD publish the said application once a week for two consecutive weeks in a newspaper having a general circulation in the area involved and file a proof of publication with the Commission on or before July 14, 2014.  PAWC-WD filed a proof of publication of the required notice with the Commission on July 21, 2014.  In addition, the application was published in The Pennsylvania Bulletin, 44 Pa.B. 4066, Saturday, June 28, 2014.  The protest period ended July 14, 2014.  No protests were filed and no hearings were held.

	On July 24, 2014, PAWC-WD filed a letter of withdrawal of the application indicating that it wishes to withdraw the additional territory application due to changed circumstances regarding the requested territory that was filed on June 12, 2014.  PAWC-WD also provided a Certificate of Service evidencing that all parties served with the application were notified on July 24, 2014, of its request to withdraw the application.   
	
	In accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.82(a), if no party has objected to this letter petition within 10 days of service, the matter may be stricken by the Commission.
	



Therefore, effective August 7, 2014, the Application by PAWC-WD to offer, render, furnish or supply wastewater service to the public in an additional portion of East Fallowfield Township, Chester County, Pennsylvania is hereby withdrawn.
