	Application of Easton Coach Company, a corporation of the state of Delaware, for the right to begin to transport, by motor vehicle, persons upon call or demand, which is to be a transfer of all rights authorized under the certificate issued at A-00092819 to Lansdale Yellow Cab Co., Inc., subject to the same rights and limitations.
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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed on March 27, 2014.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of May 10, 2014, with protests due on or before May 26, 2014.   No protests were filed.  The record consists of the application, and the applicant’s verified statements.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decisions without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS

Easton Coach Company, (applicant) has filed an application to transfer the call or demand authority currently held by Lansdale Yellow Cab Co., Inc.  The applicant has served as a certificated carrier of persons in group and party service since May 31, 2002.  It is the applicant’s intention to continue to operate from transferor’s approved facilities and utilize its own previously approved, hiring, safety, and maintenance procedures.
As an existing carrier, the applicant currently maintains appropriate insurance coverage and has the ability to continue to pay the necessary insurance premiums.
The balance sheet of applicant reveals total assets of $13,968,732, of which $69,210 is cash.  Total liabilities are in the amount of $11,916,919.
A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.  The transferor has no outstanding fines or assessments, which would prevent the transfer of its authority.
The authority to be transferred has been operated by the transferor; therefore, it is presumed that there is a continuing need, which may be overcome only by evidence to the contrary.  In re:  Byerly, 270 A.2d 186 (Pa. 1970); Hostetter v. Pa. P.U.C., 49 A.2d 862 (Pa. Super 1947).  Since the record is void of any such evidence, this presumption of continuing public need applies in this transfer proceeding.


We advise the applicant of the obligation to become familiar with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a motor carrier as authorized by grant of authority.  If the Applicant changes its address, a Change of Address Form shall be filed with the Commission.  The form can be found on the Commission's website: www.puc.pa.gov/general/onlineforms/pdf/MC_Address_Change/pdf.  Failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of authority.  Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code may be accessed at www.pacode.com. 

After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. The transfer proposed by this instant application will not adversely affect the public.
2. The application for transfer was unprotested.

3. Applicant has the ability, equipment, and fitness necessary to render the service.
4. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public. THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:  
1. That the application be approved and that the certificate be issued granting the following right:  
To transport, as a common carrier by motor vehicle, persons upon Call or Demand in the Townships of Hatfield, Lower Gwynedd, Montgomery, Towamencin, Upper Gwynedd, Whitpain and Worcester, as well as the boroughs  of Ambler, Hatfield, Lansdale, North Wales, Souderton, and Telford, all in Montgomery County.
2. That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received a certificate of public convenience from the Commission.

3. That certificate of public convenience shall not be issued until the following are submitted to the Commission and approved by the Commission:


a.   An acceptable Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.

b.   An acceptable tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.  Instructions for filing of a tariff can be found at:  www.puc.pa.gov/general/onlineforms/pdf/Initial_Tariff_Instructions.pdf
4. That the authorities granted herein, to the extent that they duplicate authorities now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right per authority type. 
5. That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, certificates shall be issued evidencing the Commission's approval of the rights to operate as above-determined.  

6. That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the applications shall be dismissed without further proceedings.  
7. That upon compliance with this order, the right granted the transferor, Lansdale Yellow Cab Co., Inc., at A-00092819 be canceled and the record marked closed.
