By order adopted June 19, 2014 (June 19 Order), the Commission affirmed the Initial Decision of ALJ Christopher P. Pell dismissing the Protest of Germantown Cab Company (Germantown Cab) to the Application of Danach, LLC (Danach) to provide limousine service.  
A Petition for Review (Petition) was filed on July 21, 2014, by Germantown Cab, requesting that the Court reverse the Commission’s decision dismissing Germantown Cab’s Protest and find that it has standing in the matter.  In support of its Petition, Germantown Cab, inter alia, cites to Application of Rasier-PA, LLC as the basis for its assertion that the Commission has rejected the notion that carriers with one type of authority may not protest applications filed by entities seeking authorization to provide a different type of transportation service.  Docket No. A-2014-2416127 (Interim Order of ALJs Watson and Long entered July 1, 2014) (dismissing Preliminary Objections filed by a limousine carrier to an application for experimental service).  


In light of the arguments raised by Germantown Cab regarding the nature of the service and the potential conflict in precedent between Application of Rasier-PA, LLC and our June 19 Order, the Commission asked the Court to remand jurisdiction back to the Commission.  The Court granted the Commission’s Application for Remand on September 4, 2014.  

Therefore, to address this potential conflict and to further consider this issue of Germanton Cab’s standing, the Commission provides this notice that it will reconsider its determination in the June 19 Order.  To that end, the parties to the underlying Application proceeding may file comments with the Secretary no later than thirty (30) days following the date of this Secretarial Letter.  The parties to the Application proceeding may submit written comments to the Secretary, Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, PA 17120.  Comments may also be filed electronically through the Commission’s e-File System.   

Upon review and evaluation of comments filed in accordance with this Secretarial Letter, in accordance with 66 Pa. C.S. § 703(g), the Commission will issue a reconsideration order.
