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O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed December 19, 2013.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of March 29, 2014, with protests due on or before April 14, 2014.   No protests were filed.  The record consists of the application and the applicant’s verified statement.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS

Veteran Transportation Management, LLC, (applicant) seeks the initial right to operate as a broker to arrange transportation of persons between points in Pennsylvania.  The applicant is affiliated by stock ownership and management with the following carriers with current active authority: Star Limousine Service, Inc. (A-00106305), Cranberry Taxi, Inc. t/a Veteran’s Taxi (A-00119935), Classy Cab Company, Inc. (A-00121579), and Air Star Transportation & Limousine Service, Inc. (A-00123147).
An applicant for a broker’s license need only establish that it has the fitness necessary to provide the service.  Applicant’s most current balance sheet dated June 1, 2014 shows total assets of $27,597, of which $27,597 is cash, with no liabilities.  
We advise the applicant of the obligation to become familiar with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this grant of authority.  If the applicant changes its address, a Change of Address Form shall be filed with the Commission. The form can be found on the Commission's website: www.puc.pa.gov/general /onlineforms/pdf/MC_Address Change.pdf.  Failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of authority.  Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code may be accessed at www.pacode.com.  


After complete review of the record, we find:

1. That the applicant is fit, willing and able to provide service as a broker.

2. That approval of the unopposed application is in the public interest; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED: 
1. That the unopposed application is hereby approved and that a license shall issue granting the following right:

To operate as a broker, to arrange for the transportation of persons between points in Pennsylvania.  
2. That in the execution of a contract, agreement or arrangement to sell, provide, procure, furnish or arranges for transportation of passengers, the carrier shall employ or engage certificated carriers, by this Commission, who may lawfully provide said transportation.
3.     That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received a broker’s license from the Commission.

4
That a broker’s license shall not be issued until a surety bond in the amount of $10,000 as proof of financial responsibility is submitted to and approved by the Commission.
5.
That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.
6.
That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a license shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above determined.

7.
That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of the service of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
