The Bureau of Audits has reviewed the proposed interim Energy Efficiency And Conservation And Demand Response Surcharge (EECDR) Supplement No. 102 to Tariff Electric ‑ Pa. P.U.C. No. 24 and the supporting rate computations submitted on October 20, 2014 to become effective on November 1, 2014.  The proposed interim was filed to recover the remaining undercollection balance of the EECDR.  Any residual over/under collection balance shall be carried over to and reflected in the Company’s Rider 15A ‑ Phase II Energy Efficiency and Conservation Surcharge effective September 1, 2015.

Based upon staff review, it appears that the proposed EECDR rates are consistent with the tariff and, accordingly, are permitted to become effective as filed.

The EECDR is subject to continuous Commission review and audit as well as reconciliation reports in accordance with Section 1307(e) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. § 1307(e).
