Dear Ms. Moury:

On October 27, 2014, Rasier-PA LLC (“Rasier”), a wholly owned subsidiary of Uber Technologies, Inc., filed a Petition for Emergency Order with the Commission, whereby Rasier requests that the Commission issue an emergency order requiring various motor carriers to cease providing transportation service until they replace their insurer, the First Keystone Risk Retention Group (FKRRG).  Rasier alleges that FKRRG, an insurer for various taxicab companies operating in Pennsylvania, is undergoing liquidation proceedings in South Carolina.  Rasier alleges that given the liquidation proceedings and the financial status of FKRRG, motor carriers utilizing this insurer should cease operations in order to protect the public.  
Pursuant to the Commission’s regulations governing emergency relief, an ex parte emergency order will be issued only when there exists a clear and present danger to life or property or when the relief requested is uncontested and action is required prior to the next scheduled public meeting.  52 Pa. Code §3.1.  Additionally, Commission regulations at 52 Pa. Code §3.2 provide that, in addition to the existence of an emergency, a petitioner mush establish the following:

1. The petitioner’s right to relief is clear.
2. The need for relief is immediate.

3. The injury would be irreparable if relief is not granted.

4. The relief requested is not injurious to the public interest.

In the present case, the Court of Common Pleas for the Fifth Judicial Circuit of South Carolina issued an Order Commencing Liquidation Proceedings and Granting an Injunction and Automatic Stay of Proceedings, against FKRRG, on October 21, 2014.  The Commission, through its Bureau of Technical Utility Services (Bureau), took timely action in response to the South Carolina Court’s Order.  Specifically, the Bureau notified all carriers operating under the Commission’s jurisdiction, that their services must cease as of October 24, 2014.  The Bureau also notified all affected carriers that they may not resume operations until they file acceptable evidence of insurance with the Commission.    
Since the Commission, through its Bureau of Technical Utility Services, had already taken the action requested by Rasier’s petition, that petition is moot and emergency relief is inappropriate.
