ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


 
Mooney’s Relocation Specialists, Inc. (carrier) furnishes household goods in use services originating in Montgomery County as thoroughly described in the order which grants authority at Docket No. A-00106317.  



Carrier has Tariff Freight Pa. PUC No. 15, financial records, and other documents in support of its request.  The request is certified to the Commission for its decision without an oral hearing.  The record consists of the proposed tariff, financial records, and other data in support of the request.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS


The carrier proposes an increase in total revenues of $82,616, of which $68,793 would be derived from intrastate revenues and $13,823 from interstate revenue.  The proposed rate increase is to offset net losses and improve its profit margin.  


Carrier proposes to increase its hourly three men and vehicle normal complement charge.  The carrier currently charges $128 per hour and proposes an increase to $142 per hour.  The current rates have been in effect since October 17, 2011.  It is requested that Tariff Freight Pa. PUC No. 15 become effective December 8, 2014.


Carrier’s total 2013 revenue was $964,397, of which $687,934 was derived from intrastate revenues and $276,463 was derived from interstate revenues.



The carrier submitted financial records and other supporting data in support of its request.  Carrier has calculated that the increase will produce additional PUC revenues of $68,793.

ANALYSIS



The carrier proposes an increase in total revenues of $82,616, of which $68,793 would be derived from intrastate revenues and $13,823 from interstate revenue.  The proposed rate increase is to offset net losses and improve its profit margin.  The carrier’s current operating ratio is 104%, and the projected income and expenses would result in an operating ratio of 96%.


Carrier has submitted sufficient documentation in support of the request.  



There are currently no outstanding fines or assessments.

We have determined that Mooney’s Relocation Specialists, Inc. has submitted the documentary justification to support the proposed revenue increase of $82,616.
