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ORDER


BY THE COMMISSION:



We adopt as our action the Recommended Decision of Administrative Law Judge Conrad A. Johnson, dated February 9, 2015;


THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the Joint Petition for Approval of Settlement of All Issues at Docket No. R-2014-2429610 (Settlement) submitted by Peoples Natural Gas Company (Peoples), Peoples Natural Gas Company LLC – Equitable Division (Peoples-Equitable Division), and Peoples TWP LLC (Peoples TWP) (collectively the Peoples Companies), the Commission’s Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement, the Office of Consumer Advocate, and the Office of Small Business Advocate be approved in its entirety and without modification.



2.
 That the Peoples Companies’ proposed five year pilot Service Expansion Tariff Programs (SET Programs), that is, Peoples’ Supplements No. 40 to Tariff Gas ‒ PA. P.U.C. No 45, Peoples-Equitable Division’s Supplement No. 8 to Tariff Gas ‒ Pa. P.U.C. No. 46, and Peoples TWP’s Supplement No. 8 to Tariff Gas ‒ Pa. P.U.C. No. 8, and Peoples Supplement No. 46 to Tariff Gas ‒ Pa. P.U.C. No. 45, extending the SET Programs effective date, and as modified by the Settlement, be permitted to become effective on at least one day’s notice after entry of the Commission’s Order approving the Settlement for service rendered on or after April 24, 2015.



3.
That Peoples, Peoples-Equitable Division and Peoples TWP be permitted to file tariff supplements consistent with the terms of this Recommended Decision.



4.
That the Formal Complaints of the Office of Consumer Advocate at Docket Nos. C-2014-2434196, C-2014-2434192 and C-2014-2434195 be deemed satisfied and marked closed.



5.
That the Formal Complaints of the Office of Small Business Advocate at Docket Nos. C-2014-2435583, C-2014-2435636, and C-2014-2435601 should be deemed satisfied and marked closed.



6.
That upon acceptance and approval by the Commission of the tariff supplements filed by Peoples, Peoples-Equitable Division and Peoples TWP and consistent with this Recommended Order, Docket Nos. R-2014-2429610, R-2014-2429606 and R-2014-2429613 in this proceeding be marked closed.
