Bridge Structure where North Loop Road (T-392) crosses, above grade, the track of Buffalo and Pittsburgh Railroad (DOT# 148 915 T), in West Mahoning Township, Indiana County.

To Whom It May Concern:



At a location in West Mahoning Township, Indiana County, North Loop Road (T-392) crosses, above grade, the of track of Norfolk Southern Railway Company (DOT# 148 915 T).


By letter received February 19, 2014, Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (PennDOT) requests Commission approval to recommend posting the subject bridge for a maximum load limit of three (3) tons.  The weight limit is based on a recent bridge inspection and load rating analysis, which warned of the continuing deterioration of major components of the bridge structure.  The bridge was previously posted for a six (6) ton load limit.  Since the subject bridge is on a municipal road in West Mahoning Township, notification was made by PennDot to West Mahoning Township recommending the reduction in posting to three (3) tons.  


Upon review of the circumstances regarding the condition of the bridge and in the interest of safety to the public, we will direct that the subject bridge be posted accordingly; THEREFORE:



1.
Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, Buffalo and Pittsburgh Railroad, West Mahoning Township,  Indiana County, and the Pennsylvania State Police are made parties hereto.



2.
West Mahoning Township, at its initial cost and expense, within thirty (30) days from the date of service of this letter, furnish all material and perform all work necessary to erect and maintain proper signs at the ends of the bridge and approaches, thereto posting the bridge carrying North Loop Road (T-392) over, the track of Buffalo and Pittsburgh Railroad, in West Mahoning Township, Indiana County, for a maximum load limit of three (3) tons.

West Mahoning Township notify Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission in writing within five (5) days after it has complied with the requirements of Paragraph 2.


4.
West Mahoning Township, at its initial cost and expense, furnish all material and do all work necessary to properly maintain the load limit posting signs.

5.
West Mahoning Township and/or the Pennsylvania State Police enforce the posted maximum load limit established herein, enlisting the assistance of the Commonwealth Weight Enforcement teams, if necessary.

6.
 Upon completion of the work herein ordered, a formal hearing be held, if requested, to elicit testimony from all affected parties relative to the costs incurred by the parties in performing work in accordance with this letter.

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §5.44, file a petition with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter.
