PREHEARING ORDER


By Telephonic Hearing Notice dated April 20, 2015, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) scheduled an Initial Hearing for this matter for Tuesday, June 9, 2015, at 10:00 a.m. in Hearing Room 4 of the Commonwealth Keystone Building in Harrisburg and assigned me as the Presiding Officer.  You must be present in the Hearing Room at that time or you may lose this case.  In addition, the parties shall comply with the following requirements: 

1. Commission policy promotes settlements.  52 Pa. Code §5.231(a).  The parties are directed to hold settlement discussions at least seven (7) days before the scheduled hearing to discuss possible settlement of this case.  Even if the parties are unable to settle this case, they may still resolve some of the questions or issues during their discussions.  If the parties reach an agreement on all issues, a formal hearing will not be necessary and the scheduled hearing will be cancelled.

2. A request for a change of the scheduled hearing date, or have the hearing held telephonically, must state the agreement or opposition of other parties, and must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa.Code §1.15(b).  Requests for changes of hearing dates must be sent to me and all parties of record.  My  address is:

Changes are granted only in situations where good cause exists.

3. If a party intends to present any documents or exhibits for consideration, it must provide one copy to the other parties and three (3) copies to me at least five days prior to the hearing.  A party should properly pre-mark exhibits for identification purposes.  

4. The hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

5. If you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, must represent you in this proceeding. 

6. Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall enter their appearance in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa. Code §1.24(b).

7. Pursuant to 52 Pa Code § 1.24, parties must promptly report to the Commission and the other parties a change in address that occurs during the course of the proceeding.

8. If a party fails to participate in the hearing, the hearing may proceed without that party and a decision may be entered against that party.

9. The Complainant bears the burden of proof and must demonstrate by a preponderance of the evidence that he is entitled to the relief requested in the complaint.

12. A finding of a violation of a Commission Order, regulation or statute may result in the imposition of a civil penalty consistent with 66 Pa. C.S. § 3301 or other provision of the Public Utility Code.
