COMPLAINT


The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement hereby represents as follows:


	1.	That Nasser Limousine, LLC, Respondent maintains a principal place of business at 137 West Market Street, Scranton, PA 18508.

	2.	That Respondent was issued a Certificate of Public Convenience by this Commission on August 15, 2005 at A-00120555.

	3.	That Respondent advertised discounted rates of 5% for all Police, Fire and Armed Forces personnel on the Internet.  Offering discounted rates for certain parties discriminates against other people and is in violation of Respondents tariff rates on file with this Commission.

	4.	That Respondent's advertisement on the internet held out to provide transportation in a 14- Passenger Lincoln Navigator.  Respondent does not have authority to provide Group & Party 11-15 service from this Commission.

	5.	That Respondent by charging rates other than it officially filed tariff rates with the Public Utility Commission, as described in Paragraph 3, violated Pa. C.S. § 1303.  The Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement's proposed civil penalty is $250.00.
	

	

	8.	That Respondent by offering service of a different nature than authorized by this Commission, as described in Paragraph 4, violated 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i).  The Respondent is not authorized under it certificate of public convenience to transport persons in Group and Party 11-15 service for compensation between points in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  The Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement's proposed civil penalty is $250.00.

	
	Wherefore, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement hereby requests that the Commission fine Nasser Limousine, LLC, the proposed civil penalty of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for the illegal activity described in this Complaint, and order such other remedy as the Commission may deem to be appropriate.
