PREHEARING ORDER



On August 25, 2011, I was assigned as the presiding officer in this case.  The purpose of this order is to bring to the attention of the parties certain procedural rules that apply to the participants in this proceeding.  This case is scheduled to be heard in an available hearing room on the 4th floor at 801 Market Street on Tuesday, October 25, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  (The entrance is on 8th Street.  When you get to the 4th floor, go to the desk, call (215) 560-2105 and wait for someone to escort you to the hearing room.) 


In August 2010, the Commission’s Bureau of Transportation and Safety filed a complaint against the Germantown Cab Co (“Respondent”).  The Respondent is charged with violating the following statutes and Commission’s regulations:  52 Pa. Code § 29.314(b)(6) and  § 29.316; 52 Pa. Code § 29.402(1) and 67 Pa. C.S. § 175.72(d); 52 Pa. Code §§ 29.318, 29.71(a); 29.403(9), 29.403(4), 29.314(b)(6), 29.314(b)(7), 29.316, and 29.402(1); 67 Pa. C.S. § 175.65(a);
52 Pa. Code § 29.402(2) and 67 Pa. C.S. § 175.77(f); 52 Pa. Code § 29.402(1) and 67 Pa. C.S. 
§ 175.66(n); 52 Pa. Code §§ 29.403(7), 29.314(b)(6) and 29.316.  The Bureau of Transportation and Safety Motor Carrier Services and Enforcement’s Prosecutory staff’s proposed civil penalty for all of the violations is nine-thousand, nine-hundred and fifty dollars ($9,950.00).


On August 23, 2010, the Respondent, through its counsel, filed an answer admitting that an inspection occurred but denying the allegations in the complaint.  



The Respondent has the burden of proving that it did not violate the Public Utility Code and the Commission’s regulations.  Section 315(c) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. 

§ 315(c).



If you wish to offer documents into evidence during the hearing (i.e. letters, canceled checks, receipts, etc.), please bring a copy for the presiding officer, two (2) copies for the Court Reporter and a copy for each party of record.  Please keep a copy for yourself.  52 Pa. Code § 5.409. 



Pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b), requests for postponements or continuance of hearings must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the hearing.  Requests for postponement or continuance of hearings are to be sent to the presiding officer with copies to the Scheduling Office and the other party of record.
