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COMPLAINT


The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings, which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Transportation and Safety and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety Prosecutory Staff hereby represents as follows:

1. That GERMANTOWN CAB, CO., Respondent maintains a principal place of business at 800 CHESTNUT STREET, PHILADELPHIA, PA  19107.   

2.  PRIVATE That Respondent was issued a Certificate of Public Convenience by this Commission on September 5, 1996, at application Docket No. A-00110733.

3. That on July 17, 2009, at 5350 Belfield Avenue, Philadelphia, Philadelphia County, Pennsylvania, Enforcement Officer William Lark, a duly authorized officer of this Commission conducted a follow up interview with Mr. Tony Gillard (Manager) in reference to Driver’s License Records from the prior Annual Taxi Inspection.  Verification was provided that the following drivers were allowed to operate a cab while their drivers license was under suspension:

a.) Raysaan Anderson’s driving privilege was suspended effective June 12, 2009 and the Respondent allowed him to operate a taxi from June 12, 2009 thru June 24, 2009 and again from June 26, 2009 thru July 9, 2009.  The penalty is $200.00.
b.) Benjamin Brown’s driving privilege  was suspended effective May 22, 2009 and the Respondent allowed him to operate a taxi on May 23, 2009; and May 25, 2009 thru May 28, 2009.  The penalty is $200.00.
c.) Brett S. Butts’s driving privilege was suspended effective March 9, 2009 and the Respondent allowed him to operate a taxi on March 25 and 26, 2009; April 20, 21, 23, 25 thru 30, 2009; May 2, 3, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 14 and 15, 2009.  The penalty is $600.00.
d.) Kerry D. Holder’s driving privilege was suspended effective December 26, 2008 thru January 26, 2009 and the Respondent allowed him to operate a taxi from December 27, 2008 thru December 31, 2008 and again from January 1, 2009 thru January 24, 2009.  The penalty is $200.00.
e.) Bernard Salley’s driving privilege was suspended effective March 23 2009 thru May 20, 2009 and the Respondent allowed him to operate a taxi from March 23, 2009 thru May 20, 2009.  The penalty is $400.00.
                     4.        That Respondent, by allowing drivers to operate a taxi without a valid driver’s license violated 52 Pa. Code §29.502.  The total penalty is $1600.00.
WHEREFORE, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety Prosecutory Staff hereby requests that the Commission fine Germantown Cab, Co., the sum of one thousand six hundred dollars ($1,600.00) for the illegal activity described in this complaint and order such other remedy as the Commission may deem to be appropriate.
