TO ALL PARTIES:
On July 1, 2015, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Joel H. Cheskis in this matter.  The Parties were advised that they could file Exceptions with the Secretary’s Bureau within twenty days and were instructed how to file Exceptions.  

The July 1, 2015 letter accompanying the Initial Decision advised the Parties that they should file a courtesy copy of their Exceptions with the Commission’s Office of Special Assistants (OSA), and provided the e-mail address for OSA.  On July 21, 2015, OSA received an e-mail from Mary Paul (Complainant), entitled “Exceptions of Mary Paul, Complainant.”  Portions of this document (including the certificate of service) could not be opened by OSA’s computer software.  The portions that could be opened by OSA’s computer software did not indicate that the document was filed with the Secretary’s Bureau, and a search of the Secretary’s Bureau’s files did not locate a copy of the Exceptions.
The Commission cannot accept the Complainant’s e-mail as Exceptions.  As explained in the July 1, 2015 letter accompanying the Initial Decision, the Commission does not accept Exceptions sent by fax or e-mail.  Exceptions must be signed and filed with the Secretary’s Bureau.  In addition, they are to be mailed or hand-delivered to each other party to the case.  
In the interest of ensuring the just, speedy and inexpensive determination of this matter, and considering that the Complainant is not represented by counsel, 52 Pa. Code § 1.2, the Commission will provide the Complainant with the opportunity to properly file Exceptions.  The Exceptions must be received by the Secretary’s Bureau by the close of business on Monday, August 3, 2015.  The Complainant is encouraged to review the July 1, 2015 letter accompanying the Initial Decision for instructions as to how to file Exceptions.  The Complainant is also encouraged to review the Commission’s Regulations, particularly 52 Pa. Code § 5.533(b) and (c), for information regarding the content of Exceptions.
If the Complainant files Exceptions within the period described above, the Respondent may file Replies to Exceptions on or before August 13, 2015.  Replies shall be filed in accordance with the July 1, 2015 letter accompanying the Initial Decision, as well as the Commission’s Regulation at 52 Pa. Code § 5.535.
