ORDER RESCINDING JULY 17, 2015 ORDER
On July 17, 2015, I issued an Order Dismissing Protest in this proceeding in which I granted the Motion to Strike Protest filed by the Applicant and dismissed the Protest filed by Paul’s Cab Service, Inc. (Paul’s Cab) as untimely.  Since dismissal of the Protest would exclude Paul’s Cab from becoming a party to and participating further in this proceeding, the correct mechanism for making such a ruling is an Initial Decision, rather than an Order.  With an Initial decision, parties have the right to appeal the decision, through the filing of exceptions, to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission).  Accordingly, by this Order, I am rescinding the July 17, 2015 Order.  I have prepared and issued a separate Initial Decision, which is now the operable decision in the disposition of the Applicant’s Motion to Strike the Protest of Paul’s Cab.   The right of appeal of the Initial Decision will be fully explained in the cover letter attached to the Initial Decision.
