Dear Ms. Lockhart:

On October 21, 2014, Trieagle Energy LP (Trieagle) filed a bond reduction petition to reduce its bond with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission from 10% to 5% of Trieagle’s most recent twelve (12) months of revenue pursuant to the Commission’s Order entered July 24, 2014, at Docket No. M-2013-2393141.  

On January 14, 2015, Commission staff sent a data request.  The data request asked for Trieagle’s gross revenues, AEPS compliance data, Certificate of Service, and a Tax Status Certificate from the Department of Revenue.  Staff made several attempts to contact the Company for status updates on the data request answers.  To date, the Company has not provided any of the information requested.
On May 29, 2015, Trieagle was sent by certified mail, a Secretarial Letter that sought a reply to the original January 14, 2015 inquiry. The Secretarial Letter stated that failure to respond may result in the bond reduction petition being denied. To date, the Company has not responded.
Due to the length of time and unresponsiveness, Trieagle’s petition for a bond reduction is hereby denied.  In accordance with 52 Pa. Code 5.44, this staff action will be deemed to be the final action of the Commission unless an appeal of staff action is filed with the Secretary of the Commission within 20 days of the date on this notice.
