PREHEARING ORDER
By Telephonic Hearing Notice dated October 29, 2015, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) has rescheduled an Initial Telephonic Hearing for this matter for Tuesday, December 15, 2015, at 1:30 p.m. and has assigned me as the Presiding Officer.  I will initiate the Hearing by calling the parties at the telephone numbers included on the Notice at 1:30 p.m. on that date.
You must be available when I call you, or you may lose this case.  If you will be at a telephone number that is different than the number on the hearing notice, you must notify me of that telephone number before the hearing.  fillin "Time" \d ""In addition, tfillin "Time" \d ""he parties shall comply with the following requirements: 

1. Commission policy promotes settlements.  52 Pa. Code §5.231(a).  The utility is directed to contact the complainant before the scheduled hearing to discuss possible settlement of this case.  Even if the parties are unable to settle this case, they may still resolve some of the questions or issues during their discussions.  If the parties reach an agreement on all issues, a formal hearing will not be necessary and the scheduled hearing will be cancelled.
2. A request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of other parties, and must be submitted no later than two (2) days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code §1.15(b).  Requests for changes of hearing dates must be sent to me and all parties of record.  My  address is:

Changes are granted only in situations where good cause exists.

3. The Responsible Utility Customer Protection Act, 66 Pa. C.S. §§1401-1418, may apply to this case.  This law provides specific details that the Commission must follow in handling certain customer complaints.  The application of this law may result in the issuance of less favorable payment terms than a customer’s current payment arrangement.  

4. The utility must prepare and submit the following documents at least two business days before the hearing: (a) an account statement, showing the history of the account for a minimum of 48 months or the entire history of the account, whichever is less; (b) a brief summary of any payment arrangement(s) made between the utility and the customer.
5. If the customer is making a claim for a high bill, the customer must be prepared to testify about their billing history, and any other relevant facts or circumstances that may have impacted usage.

As stated in the Prehearing Order of October 14, 2015, all parties should clearly understand that an evidentiary record in this case has not yet been created.  Any affidavits, sworn statements, proposed exhibits or factual assertions contained in pleadings filed with the Secretary in this case to date are not in evidence, nor may they be referred to as such unless and until properly received into evidence in the course of a hearing.  If a party intends to present any documents or exhibits for consideration, it must provide one copy to each of the other parties and one copy to me at least two days prior to the hearing.  A party should properly pre-mark exhibits for identification purposes.  E-service to my e-mail address is acceptable.

Although the hearing is being conducted telephonically for the convenience of the parties, the hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

Pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§1.21 et seq., and as all of the parties in this case are corporations, each of the parties must be represented by their own counsel. 
9.
If a party fails to participate in the hearing, the hearing may proceed without that party and a decision may be entered against that party.
10.
The Complainant bears the burden of proof and must demonstrate by a preponderance of the evidence that it is entitled to the relief requested in the complaint.  66 Pa.C.S. § 332(a).
