IT IS ORDERED:

1.	That the Formal Complaint filed by Gloria L. Tully against Metropolitan Edison Company at Docket No. C-2015-2502659 is sustained.

2.	That Gloria L. Tully’s request for a payment arrangement is granted.

3.	That Gloria L. Tully shall make monthly payments consisting of her current charges plus one sixtieth of the balance accrued on her account, beginning with the first billing due date following the entry of a final Commission Order in this case.
