TO ALL PARTIES:
On March 4, 2016, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Eranda Vero in this matter.  The Parties were advised that they could file Exceptions with the Secretary’s Bureau within twenty days and were instructed how to file Exceptions.  No Exceptions were filed with the Secretary’s Bureau within the twenty-day Exception period.  

The March 4, 2016 letter accompanying the Initial Decision advised the Parties that they should file a courtesy copy of their Exceptions with the Commission’s Office of Special Assistants (OSA), and provided the e-mail address for OSA.  On March 21, 2016, OSA received an e-mail from Darius Chavis (Complainant) which stated “attached please find a copy of my answer to the Initial Decision of the BCS.”  Attached to that e-mail were two files:  a Word document named “PECO Answer New Matter and Counterclaim” and a PDF of several documents from the Court of Common Pleas.  There was no indication that the e-mail was sent to PECO Energy Company (Respondent).
Although the e-mail to OSA was received within the twenty-day period for filing Exceptions, the Commission cannot accept the e-mail as Exceptions.  As explained in the March 4, 2016 letter accompanying the Initial Decision, the Commission does not accept Exceptions sent by fax or e-mail.  Exceptions must be signed and filed with the Secretary’s Bureau.  In addition, a Certificate of Service is to be filed with the Secretary’s Bureau documenting that the Exceptions have been mailed or hand-delivered to every other Party to the case.  
In the interest of ensuring the just, speedy and inexpensive determination of this matter, and considering that the Complainant is not represented by counsel, 52 Pa. Code § 1.2, the Commission will provide the Complainant with the opportunity to properly file Exceptions within ten days of the date of this letter.  The Complainant is encouraged to review the March 4, 2016 correspondence accompanying the Initial Decision for instructions on how to file Exceptions.  The Complainant is also encouraged to review the Commission’s Regulations, particularly 52 Pa. Code § 5.533(b) and (c), for information regarding the content of Exceptions.
If the Complainant files Exceptions within the ten-day period described above, the Respondent may file Replies to Exceptions within ten days of the date that Exceptions were due.  Replies shall be filed in accordance with the March 4, 2016 letter accompanying the Initial Decision, as well as the Commission’s Regulations at 52 Pa. Code § 5.535.
