Instead, the response only contained a copy of a letter that was already provided in the subject application filing and does not address the subject request.  Please state whether the proposed additional territory request complies with the DEP approved Act 537 Plan for West Caln Township, Chester County.

A-8. The response to Data Request A-2 did not provide a copy of DEP approved Act 537 Plan for West Caln Township, Chester County.  Instead, the response provided a web link to West Caln Township’s Act 537 Plan (Draft) dated January 25, 2011.  According to DEP’s website, the DEP approved Act 537 Plan for West Caln Township, Chester County is dated October 21, 2009.  Please provide a copy of the DEP approved Act 537 Plan for West Caln Township, Chester County in order to verify the proposed additional territory request is in an area approved to be served by public sewers.

A-9. Please explain why West Caln Township’s Act 537 Plan (Draft) dated January 25, 2011 has not been approved by DEP.

A-10. It is the Commission’s understanding that sewage from PAWC-WD’s sanitary sewer collection and conveyance system in West Caln Township flows through a municipal-owned sanitary sewer collection and conveyance system before the waste is discharged to PAWC-WD’s Coatesville Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP).  Please identify the name of the municipality which owns the sanitary sewer collection and conveyance system that will receive sewer flow from PAWC-WD’s proposed additional territory in West Caln Township.

A-11. Please provide a copy of any agreements PAWC-WD has with the municipality for receiving and conveying sewer flows from PAWC-WD’s proposed additional territory in West Caln Township.

A-12. Please provide proof of service of the subject application to the municipality that will receive and convey sewer flows from PAWC-WD’s proposed additional territory in West Caln Township.

A-13. The response to Data Request A-4 does not provide a detailed description of materials, material unit costs, quantities and extended costs.  Instead it only provides a generally identifies the labor, equipment and materials portions of the $6,000.  Please provide a detailed cost breakdown that includes the description of material, material unit costs, quantities, and extended costs.
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
