INTERIM ORDER
CANCELLING HEARING

	On February 18, 2016 the Complainant, Tonia Scott, filed a formal complaint against Pennsylvania-American Water Company (PAWC), challenging the termination of her water service and PAWC’s refusal to accept a “negotiable instrument” as payment.  PAWC filed an answer on March 2, 2016.  PAWC also filed preliminary objections which seek dismissal of the complaint based on the doctrine of res judicata.  To date, no response to the preliminary objection has been filed.

	By hearing notice dated April 28, 2016, the complaint was assigned to me for disposition and scheduled for a hearing on June 8, 2016.  After reviewing the file, it appears that the outstanding preliminary objections cannot be resolved in time for the parties to adequately prepare for a hearing on June 8, 2016.

	THEREFORE

	IT IS ORDERED:

	1. 	That the hearing scheduled for June 8, 2016, shall be cancelled.

	2.	That if a hearing is necessary, it shall be scheduled for an available date following the decision on the preliminary objections.
