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PREHEARING ORDER 


On May 25, 2016, I was assigned as the presiding officer in this case.  The purpose of this order is to bring to the attention of the parties certain procedural rules that apply to the participants in this proceeding.  The hearing scheduled for Friday, July 8, 2016 at 10:00 a.m. is continued. 


On March 26, 2016, Andres Gaitan (“Gaitan” or “Complainant”) filed a formal complaint against the Philadelphia Gas Works (“PGW” or the “Respondent”) alleging the following: that the Respondent is threatening to shut off his service; that there are incorrect charges on his bill; and that he would like an affordable payment agreement.  This is a timely appeal of a Bureau of Consumer Services Decision. 



On April 25, 2016, the Respondent filed an answer.  The Respondent admitted that it issued a shut off notice.  The Respondent admitted that the Complainant wants a payment agreement.  The Respondent denied that there are incorrect charges on the Complainant’s bills.  The Respondent stated that the Complainant submitted medical certificates on July 30, 2009, May 9, 2011 and July 5, 2012.  The Respondent referred to a Bureau of Consumer Services Decision Report, dated August 3, 2015, stating that the case was verbally closed because the customer’s balance contains CAP arrears.


The undersigned received a fax from the Complainant on June 10, 2016.  He requested a continuance of the July 8, 2016 hearing request.  For personal reasons he will be unavailable for 45-90 days.  Therefore, he requested a continuance of the hearing.  


The undersigned forwarded the request to the Respondent’s attorney on June 14, 2016.  She did not object to the continuance. 



Therefore, the Complainant’s Request for a Continuance is granted.  The hearing scheduled for July 8, 2016 at 10:00 is continued.  The Complainant is directed to provide a status report when he is available so that the hearing can be rescheduled.  The status report is due on or before September 12, 2016. The Complainant has the burden of proving that the allegations in the complaint are true.  Section 332(a) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. § 332(a).  



The customer must make monthly payments towards his/her utility bill while the complaint is pending.  Failure to make payments may result in the utility terminating your service.

That the Complainant’s Request for a Continuance is granted.  The hearing scheduled for July 8, 2016 at 10:00 a.m. is continued.

The Complainant is directed to provide a status report on or before September 12, 2016.
