ORDER #3
By Order #2 dated June 21, 2016, the procedural schedule was confirmed as established during the Prehearing Conference which occurred on Friday, June 17, 2016.  The Order also confirmed the parties to this proceeding which were:

On June 29, 2016, Alessandra L. Hylander, Esquire, filed a Petition to Intervene (Petition) and Answer of the Central Penn Gas Large Users Group (CPGLUG)
.  The Petition stated that the CPGLUG is an ad hoc association of industrial customers which receive gas service in the service territory of UGI Central Penn Gas, Inc. (UGI-CPG or Company).  The Petition contended that the disposition of the Company’s request to waive the 5% cap on the distribution system improvement charge (DSIC) by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission will affect the rates, terms and conditions under which the members of the CPGLUG obtain service from UGI-CPG.

52 Pa.Code § 5.66(a) which states, “A party may file an answer to a petition to intervene within 20 days of service, and in default thereof, may be deemed to have waived objection to the granting of the petition.  Answers shall be served upon all other parties.”

To date, more than 20 days after the Petition was served, UGI-CPG has not filed an answer.   Pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 5.66(a), UGI-CPG is deemed to have waived any objection to the granting of the Petition.

Pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 5.75(a) the undersigned Administrative Law Judge grants the Petition providing CPGLUG status as an Intervenor in this proceeding.  In compliance with 52 Pa.Code § 5.75(c), CPGLUG is granted rights in concert with the regulation (no recognition by the Commission of direct interest; or aggrieved by Commission Order; or survival of rights if proceeding discontinued).    
THEREFORE;

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Petition to Intervene filed by Alessandra L. Hylander, Esquire on behalf of the Central Penn Gas Large Users Group is granted consistent with the content contained herein. 
2. That this matter remains set for hearing.
