		On August 18, 2016, we received  electronic mail indicating that the parties have reached a unanimous settlement in principle of all issues and requesting the procedural schedule be suspended pending the filing of a Joint Petition for Approval of Settlement by Friday, September 2, 2016.   The parties further requested leave to file a Stipulation for Admission of Evidence by the same date. 

		Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa.
