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ORDER GRANTING JOINT MOTION FOR 

AN OMNIBUS SCHEDULE REVISION 

BACKGROUND


On August 16, 2016, PECO Energy Company filed with the Commission a Joint Motion For An Omnibus Schedule Revision in the following proceedings:

Twenty-one hearing days are currently scheduled for these four cases.
  In support of the proposal to revise the schedule, PECO and the above named Complainants offered that it is their joint belief that the proposed omnibus schedule will save substantial time and resources (as many as nine hearing days) for the Commission and the parties.  



We have reviewed the proposed schedule and are in favor of adjusting the current schedule to be more efficient.  However, as the parties are proposing to scale back on the scheduled number of days, we must ensure that the remaining hearing days are properly structured so that a scheduled witness completes his or her testimony on their scheduled day(s).  With that in mind, we will require the parties to supply to us, no later than three business days prior to the start of a witness’ scheduled testimony, a joint statement establishing time limits for each party’s examination of that witness, as well as the order in which witnesses will be called to testify.  The parties are advised that in order to ensure that we are able to finish these hearings in the amount of time jointly proposed by the parties, we will strictly hold the parties to these time constraints. 
ORDER



THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Joint Motion For An Omnibus Schedule Revision filed by PECO on August 16, 2016 is granted;
2. That no later than three business days prior to the start of a witness’ scheduled testimony the parties are required to supply the presiding officers with a joint statement establishing time limits for each party’s examination of that witness, as well as the order in which witnesses will be called; and 
3. That the parties will be strictly held to the time constraints identified in their joint statements.
