By Secretarial Letter dated March 29, 2016, the Commission cancelled the authority of Five Star Ambulance, Inc. at Complaint Docket No. C-2013-2347812 for failure maintain evidence of bodily injury property damage liability insurance.  This Commission has the power to rescind a Secretarial Letter in light of newly discovered evidence or a change of circumstances which justify reconsideration. 
On July 11, 2016 the Commission received payment of the $600 fine, and a Petition for Reinstatement was filed by Attorney David Temple on behalf of Five Star Ambulance, Inc.  The Petition presented reasonable evidence supporting reinstatement of the authority. 

The authority of Five Star Ambulance, Inc. shall be reinstated  for the purpose of transfer upon the filing of an acceptable Application for Transfer.  Reinstatement will not be an authorization for operation; it is solely for the purpose of the transfer of the authority.
FAILURE TO FILE THE ABOVE REQUIRED APPLICATION FOR TRANSFER WITHIN SIXTY (60) DAYS OF THE DATE OF THIS LETTER WILL RESULT IN THE DISMISSAL OF THE PETITION, AND  THE AUTHORITY OF FIVE STAR AMBULANCE, INC. SHALL REMAIN IN EFFECT.
Upon receipt of an acceptable Application of Transfer, the cancellation of authority of Five Star Ambulance, Inc. will be rescinded for the purpose of transfer, and the Commission will close the proceeding at C-2013-2488912.
