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ORDER GRANTING

MOTION FOR CONTINUANCE



This Order grants a continuance in this case.

On June 16, 2016, Diane Fiske (Complainant) filed a formal complaint, alleging that the Philadelphia Gas Works (Respondent) was threatening to shut off or had shut off her utility service and requesting a payment arrangement.

On July 7, 2016, Respondent filed an answer to the formal complaint admitting that it had issued a termination notice on March 28, 2016.  However, the Company alleged that the Complainant was not entitled to a payment arrangement.  
An Initial Hearing was to have been held in this case on September 27, 2016.  On September 2, 2016, the Complainant submitted a request for continuance, requesting a continuance of the hearing in the matter in order to obtain counsel and records for her hearing.  The Respondent does not oppose the continuance request.  



The Commission’s Rule of Administrative Practice and Procedure at 52 Pa.Code § 1.15(b) states that, “Only for good cause shown will requests for continuance be considered.”  The fact that there is a discovery issue that needs to be resolved between the parties is good cause for the matter to be continued so that the issue can be resolved.



THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1. The Complainant’s Request for Continuance is hereby granted.

2. That this matter is continued.

3. That the hearing scheduled for September 27, 2016, be and hereby is continued and will be rescheduled.
