The purpose of this Letter is to advise you that your application Docket No. A-2015-2508216 has been DENIED by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission).  The Commission has determined that a Certificate of Public Convenience shall not be granted for the following reason: 
· Applicant lacks the propensity to operate safely and legally 52 Pa. Code §41.14.  A review of the Commission records reveals that the applicant was found to be in violation of various regulations.  Not only has the applicant violated regulations which serve the purpose of ensuring safe operations, but, a review of driving records reveals that the applicant’s owner and drivers have been convicted of numerous violations of Pennsylvania’s Motor Vehicle Code, indicating the inability to operate motor vehicles in a safe manner. 

For this reason, your application is DENIED and DISMISSED.  If you disagree with this decision, you may request that the Commission reconsider this matter under 52 Pa. Code §5.44.  A petition for reconsideration must be filed with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this Letter.  If no timely request for reconsideration is made, this action will be deemed to be the final action of the Commission.
