 	This matter pertains to a formal complaint filed by Perry Sherman (Complainant) against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL) which alleged that high levels of noise were emanating from PPL’s Susquehanna Roseland high voltage electric transmission line.

		We adopt as our action the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Mary D. Long, dated June 2, 2016.  While the Complainant failed to meet the burden of proof to support his Complaint, we acknowledge that there was a lack of evidence on the record regarding standards for transmission line noise, or options for noise mitigation.  We believe these are issues that warrant further analysis by this Commission;  THEREFORE,

	 	IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the formal complaint of Perry Sherman at Docket No. C‑2015‑2499616 be, and hereby is, dismissed.  

2. That the matter regarding standards for transmission line noise, or options for noise mitigation be, and hereby is, referred to the Commission’s Reliability and Emergency Preparedness Section of the Bureau of Technical Utility Services for further analysis and such further action as it deems appropriate.
