Dear Mr. Fleak:  

This letter serves to acknowledge your notification to the Commission that Kahuna Operating–Sarsen, LLC (“Kahuna Operating”) never owned any jurisdictional assets but only operated the pipeline for Keystone Midstream Services.  You explained that on May 7, 2012, Keystone Midstream Services merged with MarkWest Liberty Bluestone.  With this merger, Kahuna Operating no longer operated the gathering system and soon closed.  As you state that Kahuna Operating no longer owns or operates any jurisdictional assets as defined in the Gas and Hazardous Liquids Pipelines Act, Act 127 of 2011, the Commission will remove Kahuna Operating from its registry. 

The Commission reminds Kahuna Operating that were it to acquire any jurisdictional assets in the future, it must file an Initial Registration Form with the Commission in order to comply with the mandates of Act 127.
