Re:  Request for Extension of Time for Comments and Reply Comments Regarding Duquesne’s Amended 2017-2019 USECP and Supplemental Comments


	The Commission has received a request on behalf of the Coalition for Affordable Utility Services and Energy Efficiency in Pennsylvania (CAUSE-PA) to extend the time for filing comments and reply comments regarding Duquesne Light Company’s (Duquesne’s) Amended Proposed Universal Service and Energy Conservation Plan (USECP) for 2017-2019 and the Commission’s request for additional information.  On October 31, 2016, Duquesne filed the Amended Proposed 2017-2019 USECP, which made further revisions to its Proposed 2017-2019 USECP filed on March 16, 2016.

The extension request was emailed to all active parties in this proceeding on November 8, 2016.  We have received no objections.

	Accordingly, CAUSE-PA and all active parties to this proceeding are hereby granted an extension, until December 2, 2016, to file comments on Duquesne’s Amended Proposed 2017-2019 USECP and supplemental comments.  Reply comments will be due no later than December 12, 2016.
