PREHEARING ORDER


		By Hearing Notice dated December 20, 2016, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) scheduled an Initial In-Person Hearing for this matter for Tuesday, February 21, 2017, at 10:00 a.m., in Room 318, Scranton State Office Building, 100 Lackawanna Avenue, Scranton, PA 18503, and assigned me as the Presiding Officer. You must be present in the Hearing Room at that time or you may lose this case.  In addition, the parties are directed to comply with the following requirements:

		1.	If you intend to present any documents for my consideration, you must bring to the hearing one (1) copy for me, two (2) copies for the Court Reporter, and one (1) copy for every other party. Exhibits should be pre-marked for identification.  

		2.	A request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of all other parties, and must be submitted in writing no later than three (3) days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code §1.15(b). Requests for changes of hearing dates must sent to me and all parties of record.  My address is:

Changes are only granted in situations where good cause exists.

3.	If you are an individual, you may either represent yourself or have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, limited liability company, trust, association, joint venture, other business organization, trust, trustee, legal representative, receiver, agency, governmental entity, municipality or other political subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall comply with the Commission’s appearance requirements.  52 Pa. Code §1.24(b).  References to the Pa. Code may be accessed at www.pacode.com.

4.	Pursuant to 52 Pa Code §1.24, parties must promptly report to the
Commission and the other parties a change in address that occurs during the course of the proceeding.  

5. If a party fails to participate in the hearing, the hearing may proceed without that party and a decision may be entered against that party.

6. If you, or anyone you plan to call as a witness on your behalf, has a limited ability to speak or understand English or are deaf or hearing-impaired, a qualified interpreter can be provided upon your request.  If you need an interpreter, please contact the 

scheduling office for the Office of Administrative Law Judge at (717) 787-1399 at least ten 
(10) days before the hearing to make your request.  The AT&T Relay Service number for persons who are deaf or hearing-impaired is 1-800-654-5988.  Parties may not provide their own interpreters.
