This will acknowledge receipt of your letter on December 19, 2016, which requests that the certificate of public convenience at A-00112473 and A-00112473, F.3, issued to BHPH, Inc., be placed on an “Escrow Account” or “Voluntarily Suspended”. 
Voluntary Suspensions are contrary to both 52 Pa. Code and 66 Pa. Consolidated Statutes.  The statute at 66 Pa. C.S. § 1501 requires that service shall be reasonably continuous and without unreasonable interruptions or delay.  Furthermore, the regulation at 52 Pa. Code §29.62 states that, suspension of service for 5 consecutive days without notice to the Commission will be deemed sufficient cause for revocation or cancellation of the rights of the carrier, except if the suspension is caused by strike or labor difficulties, riot, insurrection, war, government decrees or an act of God.

If you cannot continue to render service, you must file an application to Discontinue/Abandon Service.  A copy of a discontinue/abandon form can be found on the
