To Whom It May Concern:
By Secretarial Letter dated March 29, 2016, the Commission cancelled the authority of Five Star Ambulance, Inc. at Complaint Docket No. C-2013-2347812 for failure to maintain evidence of bodily injury property damage liability insurance.  

A Secretarial Letter dated September 8, 2016 acknowledged payment of the $600 fine, and a Petition which presented reasonable evidence supporting reinstatement of the authority.  The letter stated that the authority of Five Star Ambulance, Inc. would be reinstated for the purpose of transfer upon the filing of an acceptable Application for Transfer.  Reinstatement would not be an authorization for operation; it was solely for the purpose of the transfer of the authority.
Reinstatement of the authority was conditioned upon filing of Transfer Application within sixty (60) days of September 8, 2016.  The letter went on to state that failure to file would result in the dismissal of the petition, and the authority of Five Star Ambulance, Inc. would remain in effect.
To date, more than sixty (60) days have passed, and the Commission has not received an acceptable Transfer Application; therefore, the authority of Five Star Ambulance, Inc. remains in effect.
