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FURTHER PREHEARING ORDER

A prehearing conference with the parties to the two cases captioned above was
held by telephone from Pittsburgh on Thursday, July 20, 2006. Prior to the conference all parties

submitted prehearing mentoranda in accordance with the prehiearing conference order dated
June 21, 2006. This further prehearing order memorializes the agreements reached at the

conference, and supplemenits the provisions of the June 21, 2006, interim order.

The parties asked for and were granted 90 days to conduct informal discovery,
‘The parties also agreed that the initial hearing and further hearing could be scheduled for

November 15 and 16, 2006. Finally, the parties agreed that the two éomplaint proceedings could
be consolidated for all purposes. The two cases are hereby consolidated.

In the event informal discovery efforts result in disputes, the following provisions
apply. All discovery requests will be responded to within ten days, with one exception. Where

the request s received on a Friday afternoon, the ten day period will commence the following

Monday. Objections to interrogatories should be communicated orally within three days.
