Granting request for Consolidation with C-2016-2566201, Cadden Bros. 
Moving & Storage and Matheson Transfer Company v. Joel Sicherman 
t/a BestDarnMovers, Granting the Request to Reopen the Record, 
Further Hearing Date to be Scheduled



Administrative Law Judge Fordham retired and this matter was assigned to the undersigned on February 23, 2017.  A telephonic status conference was held with the parties on February 27, 2017. 



The Applicant, Joel Sicherman, is requesting the right to begin to transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, household goods in use, between points in Pennsylvania.



The notice of the application was published in the Pa Bulletin on Saturday, March 26, 2016 at 46 Pa.B. 1629.  Protests were due by April 11, 2016.



On March 28, 2016, Richard T. Mulcahey, Jr., Esquire, filed a protest on behalf of Madison Transfer Company. 



On March 30, 2016, Richard T. Mulcahey, Jr., Esquire, filed a protest on behalf of Cadden Bros. Moving and Storage, Inc. 



On August 8, 2016, a hearing in this matter was held in the Philadelphia Regional Office.  Administrative Law Judge Cynthia Williams Fordham was the presiding officer.  The Applicant, Joel Sicherman, appeared, testified in support of the application and sponsored exhibits.  Richard T. Mulcahey, Jr., Esquire, represented the Protestants Madison Transfer Company and Cadden Bros. Moving and Storage, Inc.



Subsequent to the hearing, the Protestants filed a Complaint against the Applicant at C-2016-2566201, Cadden Bros. Moving & Storage and Matheson Transfer Company v. Joel Sicherman t/a BestDarnMovers, and requested that the Complaint action be consolidated with the instant Application and also that the instant Application be reopened for further hearing and presentation of additional evidence.



Prehearing Order #4 issued by Administrative Law Judge Fordham provided information to the parties regarding the procedure to reopen the record.  Mr. Sicherman, who filed the Application t/a Best Darn Movers, has not objected to the requests of the Protestants and only asks that the hearing be scheduled as soon as possible. 



THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:
ORDER

1. That the request to reopen the record in the instant matter, A-2016-2532991, is granted;
2. That Docket No. C-2016-2566201, Cadden Bros. Moving & Storage and Matheson Transfer Company v. Joel Sicherman t/a BestDarnMovers is hereby consolidated with the instant matter; and
3. That the hearing in this matter be scheduled as soon as practicable.
