ORDER #6 
SUBMISSION OF PGW EXHIBIT
By Hearing Notice dated February 17, 2016, the above docketed matters were assigned to the undersigned and scheduled for further hearing for Thursday, March 2, 2017.  A history of the proceedings can be found in Prehearing Order #4 dated November 23, 2016.  

The March 2, 2017, further hearing convened as scheduled.   Counsel for Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW or Company or Appellant), Laureto Farinas, Esquire, was present accompanied by one witness, Tiffany Jones.   Guan Hui Ren (Appellee or Mr. Ren) was present accompanied by his wife, Lin Yun (Mrs. Ren) and an interpretor for Mandarin Chinese, Mr. Wang, because English is not the native language of the Appellee.  
During the course of the further hearing, PGW stated through its witness, Ms. Jones, that the Company assessed payment by Mr. Ren for alleged unauthorized usage at 7563 Battersby Street, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania (service address) from January 4, 2012 through February 4, 2016.  PGW Exhibit 3 revised.  
Mr. Ren offered Complainant Exhibit 2, which, among other things, documented his mother’s hospitalization and rehabilitation.  Complainant Exhibit 2 also contained a lease for the Ren’s tenancy in New Jersey.  
Mr. Farinas, stated based on the Complainant Exhibit 2, the Company would revise the assessed payment by Mr. Ren for gas usage at the service address to start from July 1, 2013, when the service address was rented (Complainant Exhibit 1), to February 4, 2016. 
The undersigned directed that the Appellant submit the new calculation of the assessed payment by Mr. Ren for gas usage at the service address by no later than close of business (4:30 p.m.) on Friday, March 10, 2017.  The undersigned directed that the new calculation be identified as PGW Exhibit 5.  The proposed PGW Exhibit 5 is to be sent to the undersigned and Mr. Ren at:

Mr. Ren may object to the proposed PGW Exhibit 5 no later than close of business (4:30 p.m.) on March 20, 2017.  The objection is to be sent to Mr. Farinas, the address is found on the last page of this Order (certificate of service), and the undersigned:

If no timely objection is received, PGW Exhibit 5 will be admitted into the record as presented.  If a timely objection is received, the undersigned will schedule a further hearing on either a Monday or Wednesday.
  
It is also noted that it is the Commission’s policy to encourage settlements.  52 Pa.Code § 5.231(a).  If the parties can come to an agreement on this dispute, counsel for the Appellant would send certificates of satisfaction for both dockets to be filed with the Commission.
THEREFORE, 

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Appellant, Philadelphia Gas Works, through its counsel will submit to Mr. Ren and the undersigned a proposed PGW Exhibit 5 by no later than close of business (4:30 p.m.) on March 10, 2017, consistent with the content of this Order.

2. That Mr. Ren, has until close of business (4:30 p.m.) on March 20, 2017, to timely object to the proposed PGW Exhibit 5.

3. That any objection is to be in writing and sent to the undersigned and counsel of PGW consistent with the content of this Order.

4. That if no timely objection is received to proposed PGW Exhibit 5, the exhibit will be admitted into the record as proposed.

5. That if a timely objection is received to proposed PGW Exhibit 5, a further hearing will be scheduled on either a Monday or Wednesday by a separate document.  

6. That this matter remains under consideration by the undersigned.
